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CHAPTER -1

INTRODUCTION

Government of India set up Coir Board, under
an Act of Parliament viz., Coir Industry Act, 1953
(45 of 1953) for the development of coir industry in
India and for promotion of domestic as well as
export markets of coir and coir products. This is
the 61° Annual Report of Coir Board highlighting
various activities and achievements made by the
Board during the period from 01.04.2014 to
31.03.2015.

Functions of the Board

The main functions of the Board, as laid down
under Section 10 of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 are
given below:

1. It shall be the duty of the Board to promote
by such measures, as it thinks fit, the development,
under the control of the Central Government, of the
Coir Industry.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the
provisions of Sub Section (1), the measures referred
to therein may relate to:

(a) Promoting exports of coir yarn and coir
products and carrying on propaganda for that
purpose;

(b) Regulating, under the supervision of the
Central Government, the production of husks,
coir yarn and coir products by registering coir
spindles and looms for manufacturing coir
products as also manufacturers of coir
products, licensing exporters of coir, coir yarn
and coir products and taking such other
appropriate steps as may be prescribed;

(c) Undertaking, assisting or encouraging
scientific, technological and economic research
and maintaining and assisting in the
maintenance of one or more research institutes;

(d) Collecting statistics from manufacturers of, and
dealers in, coir products and from such other
persons as may be prescribed, on any matter
relating to coir industry, the publication of
statistics so collected or portions thereof or
extracts there from;

(e) Fixing grade standards and arranging, when
necessary, for inspection of fibre, coir yarn and
coir products;

(f) Improving the marketing of coconut husk, coir
fibre, coir yarn and coir products in India and
elsewhere and preventing unfair competition.

(g) Setting up or assisting in the setting up of
factories for the producers of coir products
with the aid of power;

(h) Promoting cooperative organizations among
producers of husks, coir fibre and coir yarn and
manufacturers of coir products;

(i) Ensuring remunerative returns to producers
of husks, coir fibre and coir yarn and
manufacturers of coir products.

(j) Licensing of retting places and warehouses
and otherwise regulating the stocking and
sales of coir fibre, coir yarn and coir products
both for the internal market and for exports;

(k) Advising on all matters relating to the
development of the coir industry;

(I) Such other matters as may be prescribed.

3. The Board shall perform its functions under
this Section in accordance with and subject to
such rules as may be made by the Central
Government.

Constitution of the Board

Govt. of India had set up Coir Board under an
Act of Parliament viz. Coir Industry Act, 1953 (45
of 1953) for the development of coir industry and
for promotion of domestic as well as export market
of coir and coir products.

Section.(4) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953
empowers Central Govt. to constitute Coir Board.
The Sub Rule 4 of the Coir Industry Rules 1954
provides the number of persons to be appointed as
members from each of the categories specified in
sub section (3) of Section 4 of the Act as follows:
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(a) | Growers of coconut and producers of husks and coir yarn 3
(b) | Persons engaged in the production of husks, coir and coir yarn and in

the manufacture of coir products 3
(c) | Manufacturers of coir products 3
(d) | Dealers in coir, coir yarn and coir products including both exporters and

internal traders 3
(e) | Parliament - 2 members to be elected by the Lok Sabha and one to be

elected by the Rajya Sabha 3
(f) | The Governments of principal coconut growing states 5
(g) | Such other persons or class of persons who in the opinion of Central

Govt. ought to be represented on the Board 19

The Govt. of India vide Gazette Notification
No. SO 1476 (E) dated 28.06.2011 reconstituted the
Board with 36 members and subsequently vide SO
No.2396(E) dated 17.10.2011 appointed 3 members
from Parliament to the Board and appointed one
new member in lieu of an existing member. The
Ministry vide Notifications No. S.0. 3201(E) dated
15.10.2013 and SO 276(E) dated 23.01.2014 again
reconstituted the Board by making amendments to
the Notification S.O. No.1476 (E) dated 28.06.2011
by including 3 new members by substituting the
existing 3 members. The Ministry further made
amendment to the principal notification
No.50.1476 (E) dated 28.06.2011 by substituting the
entries "Secretary, Micro Small and Medium
Enterprises, Govt. of Odisha instead of Principal
Secretary, Industries Department, Govt. of Orissa
vide gazette notification No.50.276(E) dated
23.01.2014.  The tenure of the Board ended on
27.06.2014. The list of Members appointed to the
Board by the above Gazette Notifications are given
as Annexure-I. The reconstitution of the Board is
under consideration of the Ministry.

ECONOMIC RESEARCH AND STATISTICS

The Economic Research and Statistics wing
functions as a supporting system to the trade as
well as other divisions of the Board. Collection,
compilation, analysis and dissemination of
statistical data pertaining to Coir Industry is one
of the major functions assigned to Coir Board under
the Coir Industry Act 1953. Statistical data on
coconut cultivation, coconut production and
potential of raw material, industrial availability of
raw material, raw material production,
consumption, utilization and exports are collected,
compiled and published for use of trade as well as
the industry. In order to strengthen the data base
and to up-date the data available with the Board,

surveys on coir industry, with active involvement
of coir producing States and Union Territories are
organized at regular intervals. The Economic
Research section also collects the details of
entrepreneurs engaged in coir sector and takes up
the issues like Tax/ VAT etc. with the Customs, State
Governments and the Central Government as and
when required.

The Board is also discharging its role as
facilitator for all the stake holders of the Coir
Industry. Export figures are collected from various
Ports and compiled and published regularly. The
trade related assistances are also being rendered
to industry, as and when required.

EXPORT MARKET PROMOTION

Export Promotion is one of the thrust areas
being emphasized by Coir Board for the sustainable
development of the Indian coir industry. Being a
traditional and export oriented industry, any
fluctuations in the export trend have a direct
bearing on this industry. The major export
promotional tools implemented by Coir Board in
association with trade and industry are
participation in international fairs in India and
abroad on a focus - country/product basis,
international seminar and conferences, organizing
workshops, undertaking publicity through
specialized trade magazines, extending external
market development assistance to exporters for
various export promotion activities encouraging
exports and export related activities by presenting
national coir industry awards etc. The Board is
also extending statutory support such as grant of

registration as exporter, issue of RCMC, issue of
Certificate of Origin etc. in addition to facilitating
the trading community on various aspects such as
taxation, shipping, incentive schemes under the
Foreign Trade Policy etc. All these efforts helped
the coir industry to increase its global
competitiveness overcoming the various de-
motivating factors such as economic turbulence in
export markets like USA, EU etc., cascading effects
of global recession, fluctuation of trading
currencies, voluminous nature of coir products and
subsequent reduced loadability, compulsory
transhipment even after operationalization of ICTT
at Vallarpadam, high freight rate, increased port
charges, low unit value realization etc. The
performance of the programmes along with
physical achievements is furnished in the table
below:

A total quantity of 626666 MT of coir and coir products valued at Rs.1630.34 crores was exported
from the country during the year 2014-15 as against an export of 5,37,040 MT valued at Rs.1476.04 crores
during the previous year. There is an overall increase of 16.7% in quantity and 10.5% in value over the
export achieved during the previous year. The export target fixed for coir & coir products for the year
2014-15 by the Ministry of MS&ME, Govt. of India, New Delhi, was Rs.1100 crores. The achievement
during the year which works out to 148% of the target fixed by the Govt. of India is an all time high in the
history of coir industry.

Export Trend in General

During the period April 2014 to March 2015 export of Coir Fibre, Handloom Mat, Powerloom
Matting, Coir Rugs and Carpets, Coir Rope, Curled Coir and Coir Pith have shown an increase both in
terms of quantity and value when compared to the previous year. The items Powerloom Mat, Tufted
Mat, Handloom Mattings, Geo textiles, Rubberized Coir and Coir Other Sorts have shown decreases
both in terms of quantity and value when compared to the figures of the previous year. Coir Yarn export
has shown decrease in terms of quantity and increase in terms of value.

2. COMPOSITION OF EXPORT

Coir Pith constituted 50.5 % in terms of quantity and 26.6% in terms of value of the total export of
coir and coir products during the period under report. Coir fibre constituted 35% in quantity and 25.7%
in value. Tufted Mats constituted 6.6% in quantity and 24.4% in terms of value and it is one of the major
items of coir product exported from India.

In the case of coir yarn, even though there was a decline in quantity from 4247MT to 4070 MT (4.2%)
an increase from Rs.2848.26 lakhs to Rs.3000.89 lakhs (5.4%) in terms of value was recorded when
compared to the corresponding period of the previous year.

4. EXPORT DESTINATION

During the period April 2014-March 2015, 116 countries imported coir and coir products from India.
China continued to be the major importer of coir and coir products both in terms of quantity and value
with a share of 39% and 29% respectively. USA continued in the 2nd position with overall share of 21% in
value. The combined exports to all the EU countries were 25.30% in terms of quantity and 30.21% in
terms of value. The other countries, which imported substantial quantities of coir during the year under
report were South Korea, Australia, Russia, Canada, Brazil, and Japan. The Country wise export of Coir
and Coir products for the period April-2014 to March-2015 is appended as Annexure -V.

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CHAPTER - VI

DOMESTIC MARKET PROMOTION

1. Market Development Assistance (MDA)
Scheme

The Market Development Assistance is a
component under Coir Vikas Yojana. MDA was
introduced by Coir Board w.e.f. 2000-01 in lieu of
the Rebate Scheme that was in operation in the Coir
Sector till 1999-2000. The Scheme is continuing
during the XII th Five Year Plan. The MDA is linked
with the sales performance of the beneficiary
organizations concerned and the scheme aims at
providing incentives for better performance. The
following are the main objectives of the Scheme.

1. To promote the sale of coir and coir products
manufactured by the Coir co-operatives and
Public Sector Enterprises committed to

payment of minimum wages and other
obligatory benefits to the coir workers and
thereby encouraging sustained production
and better employment opportunities.

2. Toprovide financial support on a continuing
basis round the year to the co-operatives and
Public Sector Enterprises who undertake
market development programme.

During the year 2014-15, the Board had allocated
an amount of Rs.11.50 crores towards disbursement
of MDA to the State Governments, Coir Board
Showrooms & Sales Depots, and Hindustan Coir,
the power loom unit under the Board. Out of this,
an amount of Rs.805.45 lakhs has been released to
the State Governments and to Board’s Hindustan
Coir and Showrooms & Sales Depots , as follows:

2. Participation in Exhibitions

As an important market promotion measure
the Board is participating in various domestic
exhibitions (all over India), and organizing
exclusive fairs for coir by engaging Board'’s staff.
Participation in exhibitions is one of the effective
tools for market development as it provides
opportunity for the common man to see and study
the wide range of products, different application
of Coir Products and novel trends in the sector.
During the year 2014-15, the Board participated in
125 exhibitions, utilising a total amount of
Rs.218.04 lakhs. A list detailing the number of
exhibitions and the amount spent in various states
of India is annexed (Annexure- VI).

3. Supporting System for setting up of sales
outlets in potential areas, renovation/interior
decoration of Showrooms

Improving the marketing of coconut husk, Coir
fibre, Coir yarn and coir products in India and
elsewhere and preventing unfair competition is one
of the major functions under Section 10(2) of the
Coir Industry Act 1953. As a part of regulating the
above functions, Coir Board maintained 29
Showrooms and 2 Sub Depots in potential towns
in the country during the period under report. The
addresses of the various Showrooms and Sub Depot
is annexed (Annexure-III). The total sales target
fixed for the year 2014-15 was Rs.22.20 lakhs. The
actual sales through Board’s Showrooms, during
the year under report, was Rs.19.89 lakhs. The
details of Showrooms-wise targets and
achievements of sales is annexed (Annexure-VII).
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CHAPTER - VII

SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY

Coir Board is implementing various plan
schemes and programmes for the overall and
sustainable development of coir industry. The Plan-
S&T scheme of the Board was framed with a view
to modernise this traditional industry where age-
old equipments and technologies were being used.
The modernisation will bring improvement in
productivity, enhancement in quality and also
elimination of drudgery.

The Board is carrying out research and
development activities through its two well
equipped research Institutes viz, Central Coir
Research Institute (CCRI- 1959), Kalavoor in Kerala
and Central Institute of Coir Technology (CICT-
1980), Bengaluru in Karnataka. CCRI Kalavoor
concentrates on research concerning both the white
and brown fibre sectors, whereas CICT, Bengaluru
confines to the brown fibre sector. Both of these
research institutes are having well equipped
laboratories of international standards and
accreditation. These industries play an important
role in the industry of coir by extending the results
of research and by providing service facility for
testing various parameters of different products.
Both of these institutes have made significant
achievements in research and development over
the years. The in-house research and collaborative
research with reputed organisations have resulted
in varied applications of coir, development of new
products, machineries, product diversification,
environment friendly technologies, transfer of
technologies etc. The efforts taken by these
institutes during the past few years contributed a
lot to the benefit of the industry.

The R&D activities of the Board concentrate
in the following areas.

i.  Modernization of Production Processes in coir
sector. This starts from extraction of fibre from
husk to manufacturing of value added
products. It includes achieving higher
productivity, enhanced earnings, reduced

drudgery and encouraging eco friendly
processes.

ii. Design and Development of innovative and
modern machinery to achieve higher
productivity, cost effectiveness and
improvement in quality.

iii. Product Diversification by blending coir with
other natural fibres.

iv. Development of appropriate technologies for
the promotion of eco friendly production
processes and to study the extent of reduction
of carbon emission due to usage of coir
products.

v.  Establishment of technology incubation
centers for carrying out extension work,
Technology Transfer to entrepreneurs and the
trade, conducting field demonstrations,
technical testing services etc.

vi. Incentive for export of coir products
manufactured using natural dyes and for
obtaining IPR for successful development of
new products, processes, machinery etc.

During the year under report, the Ministry had
released Rs. 530.00 lakhs for implementing
programmes under Plan-S&T scheme.

I. MODERNIZATION OF PRODUCTION
PROCESS:

e A successful cleaner, faster and ecofriendly
technology of bleaching and softening of coir
using "Fibre Magic" has been developed and
standardized by Coir Board through its Central
Coir Research Institute (CCRI) at Alappuzha
and is being popularized among coir
entrepreneurs. The advanced technology of
"Fibre Magic" treatment for quality
improvement of machine extracted coir fibre
is carried out in open areas on a tarpaulin sheet.
It is a zero effluent process and cost effective.
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The technology of Fibre magic was successfully
demonstrated at Chirayinkeezhu taluk in
Thiruvananthapuram.

A bulk demonstration on composting of coir
pith hillock with the aid of JCB using
perforated pipes interfiled with PITHPLUS,
Urea & Cow dung was carried out at

Kadinamkulam in Thiruvananthapuram
District.

The Pilot Scale Laboratory set up in the
Microbiology Department of CCRI has earned
an amount of Rs.17.13 lakhs by catering the
supply of PITHPLUS, Biochem, Fibre magic,
Testing and HRD during the year.

In order to study the efficiency of Coir Pith
Organic Manure (C-POM) for the cultivation
of vegetables/ medicinal/ horticultural plants
a Polyhouse has been constructed at CCRI. The
same was inaugurated by Shri.Kalraj Mishra,
Hon’ble. Minister for MSME in January-2015
during his visit to the Institute.

A team of VIPs from APCC (Asian Pacific
Coconut Community) including Shri.Hiroshi
Viyama Mura, Hon’ble Minister for
Agriculture, Marshal Island and Iniya Zeriyo
Rathu, Hon’ble Minister for Agriculture,
Government of Fiji visited CCRI. Live
demonstration on Fibre magic treatment and
an exhibition highlighting all the technologies/
R&D products were arranged in connection
with the visit of the VIPs /Visitors.

Biofuels extracted from coir like ethanol, which
is a versatile fuel and fuel additive, will be more
environment friendly than other current energy
sources by decreasing air pollution and

greenhouse gas emissions. Study conducted in
the project "Bio-o0il from coir pith" could
establish the potential for biofuel production
from lignocellulosic biomass like coir wastes
(coir bit fibre, coir pith).

DEVELOPMENT OF MACHINERY AND
EQUIPMENTS:

Under this scheme main aims are to eliminate

drudgery in operations, improvement in
productivity and quality and to bring out cost
effectiveness.

It also aims for the development of machinery

for spinning coir yarn, extraction of coir fibre,
weaving coir products etc. As the existing
machineries are not capable to improve the
productivity the following measures were
undertaken successfully.

R&D Activities:

1.
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The project was taken up and a compression
molding machine was designed and fabricated
and installed at the polymer division of this
institute. Dies were fabricated for making
molded designs and the trials are under
progress. Now the institute is equipped with
the machine and dies and ready for providing
the training to the entrepreneurs.

Design and fabrication of a garden article
making machine with dies: The project was
taken up during the period under report and a
garden article making press was designed,
fabricated and installed at the polymer division
of this institute. Garden articles such as hanging
pot die, cocopole die, mulchmat die, cocopot
are fabricated and the trials are under progress.
Now the pilot plant is ready for providing
training to the entrepreneurs.

Developed a power loom to weave thin variety
of coir fabric.

Garden Article making machine, Mini tufting
plant, paper making unit, Needled Felt
machine have been erected at the Coir
Technology Incubation Centre at CCRI.

1500Sq.Mtr. production has taken in newly

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III. PRODUCT
DIVERSIFICATION:

Research on diversified uses of coir fibre and
coir yarn was continued in the Research centres.
The Product Development and Diversification
wing is taking continuous efforts for manufacturing
diversified coir products in new patterns and
designs. Efforts were made for developing different
varieties of thin yarn by blending with other natural
fibres.

DEVELOPMENT &

Under the collaborative project with the
Central Silk Board fine fabric covering eri noil silk
over coir yarn could be developed. The fabric made
out of this was used for the production of different
life style products.

1 Atotal of 96 kg thin coir blended yarn having
runnage of 1000-1200 m/kg and 120 kg of silk
wrapped coir yarn was also produced and

We had developed different qualities of thin
fabric with the coir and silk that can be used as
furnishing materials for sofas and for making
Jackets, Bags, and Curtains etc and we had
developed some life style products from Coir Silk
Wrapped fabric like conference bags, shoulder
hanging bags, Jackets, Table cloths, Mourzouks etc.
All the diversified products developed were
exhibited in the exhibitions and fairs organized by
the Board and other institutions.

Tubular cloth has been woven on jacquard
loom which is a new innovation in the coir field.
The tubular cloth can be woven in the form of bags
and can be filled with sand which can be used for
the sea bank protection. The coir bags being
produced are from coir matting stitched in the form
of tube and then in to bags. The process of stitching

used for making fabrics.

2 A total of 186 mts of fabrics were produced
and used for making coir seminar bags, printed
window curtains, foldable coir curtains, coir
jackets, coir silk jackets and coir umbrella in
different sizes and patterns.

3 50 mts of sandwiched coir cotton fabric were
made and used for manufacturing disposable
bags and 750 nos. coir badges with boarder
liaise.

4 4 Nos. Coir - silk jackets were produced

In order to avoid the pinching of coir fibre,
the silk was wrapped over the coir yarn and made
the yarn fully covered with silk. This yarn is used
as weft with the cotton warp and developed several
fabrics. The Central Silk Board was satisfied with
the collaborative work and the fabric has come out
well in look and softer for making Thermal jackets.

Development of rubber moulds for making gift
articles from coir pith was the work done
during the period under report and coir pith
mixed with polyester resin with hardener and
catalyst and casted in the rubber moulds. The
initial trials are found to be success and further
experiments are under progress.

Coir composite doors with coir and wood
combinations were evolved from this institute
and now experiments are on way to
manufacture a coir composite door with
complete coir. Development of door frames is
also possible. Doors of 31 mm thickness with
complete coir and door frames of 38 mm
thickness were manufactured. The specialty of
the product is that the product can be carved in
wood machines and works similar to wood.
This product shows bright future in the market.

Coir medals: Coir Board sponsored for the
event spice coast marathon-2014 held at Kochi
on 16th November 2014. Instead of
conventional brass medals natural coir medals
were designed by this institute. A special die
was designed and fabricated to manufacture
the medals. About 2000 medals were
manufactured and supplied to the Marathon.

MARKETING AND PUBLICITY

One of the major activities of the Board is to
give ample publicity for popularization of coir and
coir products and its applications and also the
schemes and services of the Board. The Board is
undertaking various publicity activities like release
of advertisements in print and electronic media,
printing of publicity materials, erection of
hoardings etc. for the purpose. During the year
2014-15 an amount of Rs.208.91 lakhs has been
incurred for publicity activities.

Television/Radio Publicity

Television being the most effective medium for
releasing advertisements, the Board is utilizing this
opportunity in this area for publicity. Considering
the wide reach and competitiveness in the rate the
Board is carrying out publicity through AIR also
and various FM Stations at DAVP rates.  An
expenditure of Rs.43.23 lakhs was incurred under
this head during the year 2014-15.

Spot Publicity/ Sales Campaign

Special Publicity programmes were arranged
in connection with sales campaign during festival
seasons. The Managers of Coir Board Showroom
& Sales Depot were allowed to release
advertisements in local newspapers and television
channels scroller ads. in TV and to print and
distribute pamphlets, hand bills etc. during the
discount period/ festival season. Banners were also
displayed in the Showroom premises and vantage
points in the cities. An amount of Rs.11.17 lakhs
was expended for this purpose during the year
2014-15.

Press Casual Publicity

Advertisements were released in leading
national/ regional dailies magazines important
publications in English, Vernacular and official
languages. The expenditure incurred in this regard
during 2014-15 was Rs.91.23 lakhs.

Printing of Publicity Materials/Photoshoot

Printing and distribution of publicity literature
is an important programme of the Board. The
publicity brochures and pamphlets are printed in
English, Hindi and in all regional languages and
distributed to the general public and stakeholders
for their information. Further the Board is
publishing Coir News every month to disseminate
the information on the R&D activities/
achievements of the Board, statistics on exports and
other major interventions of the Board for the
development of the industry. A total amount of
Rs.57.58 lakhs has incurred in this regard.

Publicity in the North Eastern Region

In order to give more thrust for the
development of coir industry in the North Eastern
Region of the country and to attract more people
towards the industry, the Board resorted to provide
various types of publicity through print and
electronic media. Anamount of Rs.5.70 lakhs was
utilized for publicity in the North Eastern Region
during 2014-15.

The Board as part of its activities has to take

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CHAPTER - IX

HINDUSTAN COIR

The Indian Coir Industry has been traditionally
a cottage industry confined to handloom sector. In
order to meet the challenges from the competing
countries in the world market, the Government of
India had decided to introduce mechanization in
Coir Industry in a phased manner. Accordingly, it
was decided to mechanize one third portion of the
production of coir mattings. As a part of this
decision, the Hindustan Coir was established in the
year 1969 with 5 imported power looms and 58
workers. Subsequently one more loom was
installed and the number of loom was increased to
six. Two shift system was adopted for the
production. Subsequently the number of
employees was reduced to 38 but the two shift
system was continued. Hindustan Coir factory was
running in single shift from 2009-2010 with 26
employees and attaining the optimum production.
The staff strength has gradually been decreased and
number of employees at present is 17.

Hindustan Coir, a power loom matting
manufacturing unit functioning under the Coir
Board has been engaged in the production of quality
power loom matting using the existing
infrastructure available at the unit especially the
looms which were imported 45 years back. It is
performing almost well due to the timely
overhauling and proper maintenance. Most of the
spare parts of the looms have been replaced with
Indian made spares. The Mechanical Staff in the
factory are capable to manage all types of
mechanical problems of the machineries. The unit
had been running with shortage of working capital
and lack of marketing strategies before a few years.
During the period under report the working capital
position has been improved by improving the sales
of mattings through Coir Board Showrooms and
Hindustan Coir Sales Outlet. During the period
under report the factory faced acute shortage of
quality coir yarn. This resulted in decrease in the
production.

Production

Hindustan Coir produces coir matting in
several attractive patterns with various colour
schemes. At present only 5 looms are engaged for
production. During the year 2014-2015 the factory
could produce 0.94 lakhs Sq.mtrs of mattings, a
monthy average of 7,838 Sq.Mtrs. upto 31st March,
2015. A total quantity of 0.94 lakhs Sq. Mtrs. of
matting valued at Rs.316.99 lakhs has been
produced during the year under report as against
a total quantity of 1.00 lakhs Sq. Mtrs. valued at
Rs.337.23 lakhs during the corresponding period
of the previous year. The decrease in the number
of staff due to retirement/transfer and non-
availability of raw materials affected the production
of mattings during the year. Cut bits and old mats
were converted into Rubber backed and moulded
mats and started marketing through the sales outlet
of Hindustan Coir and also through the Coir Board
Showrooms, for value realization at Hindustan
Coir.

Quality Control

The quality of coir matting is ensured by
adopting strict quality control measures. Head
Jobman/Supervisors are posted in the factory for
inspection and checking of the quality starting from
procurement level of coir yarn until the packing and
loading of matting. Each lot of dyestuff and
chemicals used for dyeing and bleaching of coir
yarn were tested to ensure its quality and strength
of the dyestuff. The power loom matting from
Hindustan Coir is popular in major cities and towns
in India because of its quality.

Marketing

During the period of 2014-2015, total value of
Rs.407.06 lakhs of matting were despatched to 31
Coir Board showrooms and Sales Depot on
consignment basis as against Rs.405.95 lakhs during
the corresponding period of the previous year. The
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major portion of the matting produced in
Hindustan Coir were sold through the Show Rooms
of the Coir Board all over India. Around 12 % of
the sales are effected at Hindustan Coir Sales outlet
as factory sales. Coir Board’s Showrooms located
in the different cities in India are the major outlet
for the sales of Hindustan Coir mattings. There is
a good demand for the mattings produced at
Hindustan Coir since it stands for quality.
Hindustan Coir mattings constitutes more than 25%
of the total sales of the Board’s Showrooms. In
order to boost the sales, Hindustan Coir has set up
the Sales Outlet in its premises near the National
Highway.

As a part of new marketing strategies
Hindustan Coir has initiated franchisee system for
marketing of Hindustan Coir products in various
parts of the country. Franchisees were engaged in
different parts of India under Hindustan Coir and
marketing various coir products of Hindustan Coir.
Hindustan Coir has already engaged 48 Franchisees
during the reporting period. Hindustan Coir could
make a total sales of Rs.13.05 lakhs during the
period 2014-2015, including the sale of C-Pom and
other coir products though the Franchisees. A
souvenir shop is functioning alongwith the
International Coir Museum, Kalavoor under
Hindustan Coir for selling various coir products
and coir handicraft items. The total sale through
Souvenir Shop after which was taken over by
Hindustan Coir, for the period from 01.07.2014 to
31.03.2015 is Rs.5.87 lakhs.

Conclusion

After making loss for the past few years the
factory came up with profit from the year 2010-2011.
During the year 2014-2015, Hindustan Coir matting
worth Rs.386.61 lakhs were sold through Coir
Bhavans of the Board upto 31°* March, 2015 as
against the sales of Rs. 451.67 lakhs during the
corresponding period of last year. There was a
decrease of 14.40% in terms of value compared to
the sales of corresponding period of the previous
year. In addition to the above, matting worth
Rs.62.54 lakhs were sold directly from the factory
(including sales through Franchisees and Souvenir
shop) during the period under report upto 31st
March, 2015 against the sale of Rs.60.11 lakhs during
the corresponding period of the last year. It shows
an increase of sales at 4.04% in terms of value
compared to the corresponding period of the
previous year. Despatch of coir products to Coir
Board Showroom showed an increase of 0.27% in
terms of value compared to the corresponding
period of the previous year. At the same time
production during the period 2014-2015 decreased
to 94061.31 Sq.Mtrs from 1,00,067.30 showing a
decrease of 6 % in terms of quantity compared to
the corresponding period of the previous year.
Production and Sales were badly affected due to
the maintenance of Dye House, lack of bulk order
for mattings and non - availability of good quality
coir yarn compared to the corresponding period of
the last year.
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CHAPTER - X

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

Coir Industry is a labour intensive and export
oriented industry employing more than seven lakhs
persons. The decentralized operations in the coir
industry without adequate training of spinners and
weavers have been posing problems particularly
for ensuring the desired level of quality in the
ultimate products. Inferior quality may ultimately
turn out to be detrimental to the concerned efforts
towards overall development of the industry and
also its survival, particularly it being a traditional
product. Under the Skill Development Scheme
different kinds of activities viz. Training, Value
Added Products manufacturing, Mahila Coir
Yojana, Subsidy for distribution of Ratts,
Entrepreneurship Development Programme,
Quality Improvement Programme, Exposure Tour
and Seminar are being undertaken by Coir Board
through Regional Offices/Field Training Centers.

Development of Production Infrastructure
Scheme (Financial Assistance)

The principal thrust of the Development of
Production Infrastructure Scheme of the Ministry
of MSME being implemented through the Coir
Board, is on development of infrastructure for the
sustainable development of coir sector. The scheme
envisages provision of financial assistance for
setting up new coir units and modernization of
existing units for the sustainable growth of coir
sector. Due to extension of coconut cultivation to
non-traditional coconut producing states, coir
industry also expanded its activities to such states
with the assistance of Coir Board for development
of infrastructure for setting of coir units.

The scheme is in operation since seventh Five

Year Plan and continuing implementation with
increased quantum of assistance. Coir Board, Kochi
is the Nodal Agency. The scheme is being
implemented through the Regional /Sub-Regional
Offices of the Coir Board in association with District
Industries Centers (DIC’s) of the respective States.
The scheme will be monitored by Ministry of Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprise (MSME).

Disbursal of assistance will be ensured by the
Coir Board within a period of three months from
the date of receipt of eligible applications with all
supporting documents stipulated as per the
operational guidelines of the scheme. All new coir
processing units registered with Coir Board under
Coir Industry (Registration) Rules, 2008 and
registered with the DIC of the region of the entire
coir sector of the country with project cost exceeding
five lakhs each are eligible for assistance under the
scheme. Subsidy will be provided @ 25% of the
project cost subject to a maximum of six lakhs for
setting up of Coir Fibre Extraction Unit, four lakhs
for Automatic Spinning Unit and five lakhs for
others, including Coir Pith Unit. For a composite
or a Multiple Unit, the maximum monetary ceiling
of assistance would be nine lakhs. A unit which
has availed financial assistance would be eligible
for financial assistance under modernization only
after successful running of the unit for a minimum
period of three years. The assistance under
modernization scheme will be limited to the new
work sheds that are to be put up and new
equipments for the unit.

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CHAPTER - XI

TRAINING

Skilled manpower development through
"Training" is one of the major activities of the Board.
The Board is having the following training
institutions to impart training in coir processing and
manufacture of value added products.

1) National Coir Training & Design Centre,
Kalavoor, Alleppey.

2) Regional Extension Centre, Thanjavur.

3) Training is being imparted through the Field
Training centers of Regional Offices at Pollachi
in Tamil Nadu, Bangalore in Karnataka,
Rajahmundry in Andhra Pradesh and
Bhubaneswar in Odisha, Thiruvananthapuram
in Kerala, Sub Regional Offices in Kolkata,
Guwahati, Kannur and Singampuneri.

The Board continued to conduct training
programmes during the year 2014-15. Trainees
attending regular training courses are eligible for a
stipend @ Rs.750/- per month. Hostel facilities are
available in the National Coir Training & Design
Centre, Kalavoor, Alleppey.

During the year 2014-15, the Board imparted
training to 20600 Coir Artisans in spinning of Coir
Yarn & value added products manufacturing. The
state-wise details of training conducted are as
follows:

As per the guidelines issued by the Ministry
the trainees were paid stipend of Rs.750/- per
month. An amount of Rs.250/- per head per month
was paid as institutional expenses to sponsoring
agency to meet the operational cost of the training
including raw material, power charges and other
incidental expenses. An amount of Rs. 5,000/- per
month was reimbursed to the trainers as
honorarium.
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Mahila Coir Yojana

The scheme is intended to provide self
employment to rural women artisans in coir
producing regions. Over the last two decades,
production of coir fibre has substantially increased
in India. Conversion of coir fibre into yarn on
motorized ratts in rural households provides scope
for large scale employment, improvement in
productivity and quality of coir fibre, better
working conditions and higher - income which
ultimately leads to the improvement of standard
of living of rural woman artisans. The scheme
envisages distribution of motorized ratts/
motorized traditional ratts for spinning coir yarn
to trained women artisans. Not more than one
artisan per household would be eligible to receive
assistance under the scheme.

QUALITY IMPROVEMENT

Quality Improvement Programme

Quality Improvement Programmes were
undertaken by the Board for improving the quality
for the products produced by the coir industry. The
sustainability of the demand for the products
produced by the coir industry depends largely on
the quality of the products both in the domestic and
international markets. The Quality improvement
programmes were organized by Coir Board on a
regular basis in the traditional export oriented
sector and other areas viz. automatic coir yarn
spinning sector, Coir pith processing sector, product
manufacturing sector and other coir processing
sector in all the major coir producing centers of the
country.

The details for conducting QIPs are given below:

(i) QIPs are organized by the Regional/Sub-
regional Officers of Coir Board at places where
industry has already taken root.

(ii) The programmes include technical sessions,
practical demonstrations, workshop, seminar,
etc. The duration of the programme will be
three days.

(iii) The workers are paid honorarium at the
uniform rate of Rs.50/- per day against loss of
their wages for the days.

(iv) Expenditure for conducting each QIP are
limited to Rs.20,000/-.

The expert spinners and other technical
officers of the Board conduct the Quality Camps.
During the year 2014-15, 56 quality camps were
conducted.

Entrepreneurship Development Programme

The EDPs are conducted for the benefits of
entrepreneurs in the coir sector. This is being done
through engaging Professional agencies, having
expertise in the field of coir activities. For fulfilling
this activity, the Board enters into an agreement

with the agency for organizing the EDPs. The
agency shall invite prospective entrepreneurs
through regional level press advertisement. The
agency will outsource faculty for conducting
technical session as per the norms prescribed by
Coir Board. A field visit to a nearby coir processing
centre will be organized at the end of the EDP
funded with 50% assistance on travelling expenses.
The duration of the EDP will be 3 days covering
the following sessions:

a. Entrepreneur Motivation

b. Setting up of industry

c. Coir Based industries

d. Mobilization of Finance and Finance
Management

e. Domestic Market requirements

f. Salesmanship

g. Industrial Rules and Regulations

h. Consortium approach and cluster
networking in coir

J- Zero wastage concept in coir industry

k. Export Market Analysis

L Personality Development and Confidence
Building Experience

m. Awareness of Schemes implemented by
Coir Board and Ministry of MS & ME viz.
PMEGP, RGUMY, DP], etc.

During the year 2014-15, 40 EDPs were
conducted in the area of coir industry.

Seminar and Workshop

Coir Board conducted three National
Seminar and 62 workshops in various states
through Board’s Regional / Sub Regional Offices
during the year 2014-15 to popularise the schemes
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implemented by the Board to coir entrepreneurs.
During the Seminar/Workshop the outcome of the
R&D activities of the Board were disseminated to
the trade and industry. The problems faced by the
trade and industry were discussed and solutions
were recommended to the authorities concerned.

Exposure Tour and Awareness Programmes

Exposure tours are organized for the benefit
of prospective entrepreneurs and artisans of coir
processing centers to visit other coir producing

centers engaged in the production of value added
products and the functioning of the unit engaged
in the coir industry. During the year 2014-15, 38
exposure tours were conducted and 70 Awareness
Programme were also organized for the general
public of the non - traditional coconut producing
states for creating awareness among prospective
entrepreneurs to set up coir based units for
optimum utilization of coconut husk available in
the country.

COIR UDYAMI YOJANA (CUY)

The Ministry of MSME, Government of India
approved the continuation of the credit linked
subsidy scheme called
Modernization and Technology Upgradation of the
Coir Industry (REMOT)" to facilitate sustainable
development of the Coir Industry, during the XII
Five Year Plan period with certain modifications at
an outlay of Rs.80.00 Crores. On review of the
progress of the REMOT Scheme, Ministry of MSME,
Government of India felt that the name of the
Scheme does not convey the proper objectives of
the scheme to the general public. In view of this,
the Ministry has renamed the REMOT Scheme as

"Rejuvenation,

Under the CUY Scheme, financial assistance
is extended to coir units with project cost up to
Rs.10.00 lakhs plus working capital, which shall not
exceed 25% of the project cost. The pattern of
assistance under the Scheme is: 40% of the project
cost as Government of India grant/subsidy, 55%

as bank credit and 5 % as beneficiary contribution.
The loan would be covered under Credit Guarantee
Trust Fund Scheme under Office of the
Development Commissioner, Ministry of MSME.
The term loan would be without collateral/third
party guarantee. All Scheduled Commercial Banks
listed in the 2™ Schedule of the RBI Act, All Regional
Rural Banks, Co-operative Banks, who are Member
Lending Institutions of the CGTF of MSME, SC/
ST/OBC Finance and Development Corporations
can give loans under the CUY Scheme.

During the year 2014-15, the Ministry
released an amount of Rs.4.00 Crores as first
installment for implementation of the CUY Scheme.
During the year 2014-15, an amount of Rs.390.33
lakhs was released to the banks towards pro-rata
grant for assisting 268 units in the state of Kerala,
Tamilnadu, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh and
Odisha.

Common Facility Centre (CFC) for Singai Coir Cluster, Singampunari, Tamilnadu. The estimated project
cost of Rs.658.90 will be shared as follows:

Government of India assistance - Rs. 500.00 lakhs

SPV Contribution - Rs.93.01 lakhs
State Govt. Contribution - Rs. 65.89 lakhs
Total - Rs. 658.90 lakhs

The Office of the Development Commissioner, Ministry of MSME released an amount of Rs.4.00
Crores towards 1% instalment of the assistance. The Govt. of Tamilnadu also released Rs.39.44 lakhs
towards 1st instalment of the State Government’s contribution. The work of setting up of a Latex/PVC
Tufting unit was awarded as a turn-key project at a total cost of Rs.4.50 crores. The Board has released a

WELFARE MEASURES

Coir Workers Group Personal Accident Insurance
Scheme

During the year 2014-15, the Board renewed
the Policy of Coir Workers Group Personal Accident
Insurance Scheme with M/s. New India Assurance
Company Ltd., Ernakulam for the period from
16.02.2014 to 31.03.2015 and an amount of
Rs.13,67,356 /- was paid to the Insurance company
towards premium.

During the year 2014-15, five claims were
settled and an amount of Rs.2,50,000/- was
disbursed to the nominees of the deceased coir
workers as compensation under the Coir Board Coir
Workers Group Personal Accident Insurance
Scheme.

Coir Workers to be brought under the fold of new
social security schemes announced by the Central
Government.

Coir Board has initiated action to bring coir
workers also under the recently announced two

# e

social security schemes viz., "Pradhan Mantri
Suraksha Bima Yojana" and "Pradhan Mantri Jeevan
Jyoti Bima Yojana". Under Pradhan Mantri
Suraksha Bima Yojana, all Aadhar Linked Savings
Bank Account holders within the age group of 18
to 70 years are covered on an annual premium of
Rs.12/- plus service tax . The compensation eligible
under the scheme for accidental death and full
disability is Rs. 2 lakhs and for partial disability is
Rs.1lakh. Under Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima
Yojana with an annual premium of Rs.330/- plus
service tax, a compensation of Rs.2 lakh is provided
for death due to any reason. Any person within
the age limit between 18 to 50 years can avail the
benefit of this scheme. The field offices of the Board
all over the country have already initiated action
to promote and popularize the above schemes
among the coir workers in the country. The
Chairman, Coir Board has appealed to all coir
workers in the country to contact the nearest Coir
Board office immediately to get necessary assistance
for enrolment under these schemes.
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CHAPTER - XVI

SCHEME OF FUND FOR REGENERATION OF
TRADITIONAL INDUSTRIES

(SFURTI)

The Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises, Government of India approved the
Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional
Industries (SFURTI) with a view to make the
traditional industries more productive and
competitive for facilitating their sustainable
development. In the Coir sector, 25 clusters were
identified for implementation of the scheme in
different Coir producing States/UTs with the
concurrence of States/UTs concerned during the XI
Plan Period.

Continuance of SFURTI during XII Plan period

The Ministry of MSME accorded sanction
for continuance of SFURTI during the 12" plan
period and given ’in principle” approval for
implementation of SFURTT in 36 clusters as per the
decision taken in the 11™ and 12" Scheme Steering
Committee meeting. Accordingly, diagnostic study
has undertaken by engaging empanelled Technical
Agencies. The Technical Agency who carried out
diagnostic study in the fifteen clusters belonging

to the State of Karnataka has recommended
combining some of the clusters and as such the
Cluster number in respect of Karnataka state is
reduced to seven. Hence Board has placed 28
Clusters before the 13™ Scheme Steering Committee
meeting held at New Delhi on 10.12.2014 for final
approval. However, the SSC deferred the decision
for issuing final approval as revamped guidelines
came into existence and the Board has been
instructed to put up required documents in tune
with the revamped guidelines.

Accordingly, the Board took efforts with the
empanelled Technical Agencies to prepare the
detailed project report and other norms required
for considering the final approval. The meeting of
the Technical Agencies was convened on 12.03.2015
and Clusters were allotted to different Agencies.
On behalf of this MoU was signed with the
Technical Agencies and action initiated to prepare
the DPR, Action plan and other parameters as per
the revamped guidelines of SFURTI for placing
before the SSC for final approval.

Cluster in Tamil Nadu have started export of
products.

Out of the 25 Clusters implemented in the
XI Five Year Plan Period, in 20 Clusters CFC
operationalized and functioning.

Action has been initiated to adopt Exit
Plan Strategy in the clusters. Accordingly,
Indranagar Coir Cluster in Agartala, Tripura has
been adopted the Exit policy and agreement has
been entered in between Implementing Agency and
SPV to handover all the assets.

Ministry accorded in principle approval for 36
Coir Clusters belonging to various parts of the
country during 2" phase implementation of
SFURTI.

ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention, unless otherwise
stated and on the accrual method of accounting except subscription, interest on subscription,
interest on Government Securities in Provident fund Account and interest on Savings Bank Account
and interest paid to Govt. Loans which are accounted on cash basis.

Interest received on Fixed Deposits, Savings Account and sales proceeds are treated as income of
Earmarked / Endowment Fund.

The figures in the accounts are presented after rounding off to thousands.
INVENTORY VALUATION

Stock of furnace oil and chemicals, stationery, Stores and Spares (including machinery spares) are
valued at cost and is included under stores and spares.

Raw materials and semi finished goods at factory are valued at lower of cost and net realizable
value and finished goods with showrooms is valued after deducting the 20% commission and 5%
Profit Margin. The finished goods at factory are valued at ex factory price.

FIXED ASSETS

Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties and taxes and
incidental and direct expenses related to acquisition.

Show Rooms/Sales Depots in various States and one Commercial Unit (Hindustan Coir).
These financial statements are the responsibility of the management of the Coir Board. Our

responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatmént only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms,
- efe. Audit obscirvaﬁbns on ﬁnéncial transactions wfth regard to compliance with the Law,
Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects,

| etc., if any are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit Reports separately. |

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the
amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the
accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of financial sta_temenfs.

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ANNEXURE — I

1. - Adequacy of Internal Audit System
Though the periodicity of Internal Audit prescribed by the Board is annual, all the units of
the Board are not subjected to Annual Audit. Head Office of the Board has not been

andited since inception. The Board has not strengthened the prevailing Internal Audit
System so as to make it commensurate with the size and activities/schemes undertaken.
The Senior Accounts Officer (Intemal Audit) holds charge of the Accounts Department
also,

2. Adequacy of Internal Control System

Internal Control Mechanism is deficient. Advances released to units of Cojr Board for

carrying out plan activities, prior to 2006 and up to 31.03.2015 pending adjustment was
33.26 crore. The adjustments have not been carried out at Head Office even though the

units submitted the accounts along with vouchers. Sundry debtors as on 31.03.2015 have
not been confirmed. Non availability of an approved Accounts Manual leads to adoption
of non- standardlzed procedures in accounting the similar set of transactlons by different

units of the Board located throughout the country.

3. . System of Physical verification of fixed assets and inventory

Though there is a system of physical verification of fixed assets and inventories, the fixed

assets register with up to date entries has not been maintained.

4. Regularity in pavment of statutory dues
~ The Board is regular in payment of statutory dues.
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
