IPM DUBAI: Great Need for
Horticultural Products

Expo 2020 is already casting its
shadow and is holding out the
prospect of good chances for the
exhibitors from the sections entitled
Plants, Technology, Garden and
Landscaping, Plant Maintenance,
Floristry, Garden Features and
Logistics. The Expo 2020, has been
ramping up ts investments tn green
spaces with plans to develop the
largest public park in Dubai and
stretching across 1.4 million square
metres of land.

On the other hand, the Gulf
region has a great need for
horticultural products and
horticultural technology due to
large-scale urban construction
projects and the implementation of
new hotel complexes and resorts.
Thus, it is not surprising that not only
the number of exhibitors in general
but also the number of official
national participation booths
increased.

The ever-increasing demand
for greening cities through urban
landscaping and parks development,
among others has led to the boom in
horticulture sector in the region, and
has become a major interest for

So that
visitors can easily identify each
exporter.

4.The Official Freight Forwarder of
Dubat World Trade Centre is
M/sBridge way. The Coir Board had
forwarded exhibits through M/sUPS.
They will deliver the items only on the
first day of exhibition. Therefore the
officer in charge had to collect the
exhibits from their ware house on
previous day. In order to avoid this
difficulty it is recommended to
forward the items through M/s Bridge
way in future if the exhibition is at
DubaiWorld Trade Centre.
