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INTRODUCTION

CHAPTER – I

Coir Board was setup, by the Govt. of India under 
an Act of Parliament viz., Coir Industry Act, 1953 

(45 of 1953) for the development of coir industry in 
India and for promotion of domestic as well as export 
markets of coir and coir products.  This is the Sixty 
Fifth Annual Report of Coir Board highlighting various 
activities and achievements during the period from 
01.04.2018 to 31.03.2019.

Functions of Coir Board

The main functions of Coir Board, as laid down under 
Section 10 of the Coir Industry Act, 1953, are given 
below:

1. It shall be the duty of the Board to promote 

development, under the control of the Central 
Government, of Coir Industry.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the 
provisions of Sub Section (1), the measures 
referred to therein may relate to:

(a) Promoting exports of coir yarn and coir 
products and carrying on propaganda for that 
purpose;

(b) Regulating, under the supervision of the 
Central Government, the production of husks, 
coir yarn and coir products by registering 
coir spindles and looms for manufacturing 
coir products as also manufacturers of coir 
products, licensing exporters of coir, coir 
yarn and coir products and taking such other 
appropriate steps as may be prescribed;

(c) Undertaking, assisting or encouraging 

research and maintaining and assisting in 
the maintenance of one or more research 
institutes;

(d) Collecting statistics from manufacturers of, 
and dealers in, coir products and from such 
other persons as may be prescribed, on any 
matter relating to coir industry, the publication 
of statistics so collected or portions thereof or 
extracts there from; 

(e) Fixing grade standards and arranging, when 

and coir products;

(f) Improving the marketing of coconut husk, coir 

elsewhere and preventing unfair competition;

(g) Setting up or assisting in the setting up of 
factories for the producers of coir products 
with the aid of power;

(h) Promoting cooperative organizations among 

and manufacturers of coir products;

(i) Ensuring remunerative returns to the 

and manufacturers of coir products;

(j) Licensing of retting places and warehouses 
and otherwise regulating the stocking and 

both for the internal market and for exports;

(k) Advising on all matters relating to the 
development of coir industry;

(l) Such other matters as may be prescribed;
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   3. The Board shall perform its functions under 
this Section in accordance with and subject 
to such rules as may be made by the Central 
Government.

Constitution of the Board

Govt. of India set up Coir Board under an Act of 
Parliament viz. Coir Industry Act, 1953 (45 of 1953) 
for the development of coir industry and for promotion 
of domestic as well as export markets for coir and coir 
products.

Section.(4) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 empowers 
Central Govt. to constitute Coir Board. The Sub Rule 
4 of the Coir Industry Rules 1954 provides the number 
of persons to be appointed as members from each of 

of the Act, as follows:

(a) Growers of coconut and producers of husks and 
coir yarn -   3 

(b) Persons engaged in the production of husks, 
coir and coir yarn and in the manufacture of coir 
products - 3

(c) Manufacturers of coir products -  3

(d) Dealers in coir, coir yarn and coir products 
including both exporters and internal traders - 3

(e) Parliament – 3,ie., 2 members to be elected by 
the Lok Sabha and 1 to be elected by the Rajya 
Sabha - 3

(f) The Governments of principal coconut growing 
States - 5

(g) Such other persons or class of persons who in the 
opinion of Central Govt. ought to be represented 
on the Board   -   19.

CHAPTER – III

The Indian Coir Industry is currently undergoing 
changes in terms of technologies used, concentration 
of units, investment, composition of export basket, 
etc.  The research and development activities of 
Coir Board in association with various reputed 
organizations have led to introduction of new 
products, machinery, equipments and processing 
technologies in coir sector.  This has resulted in 
better productivity, better income, and better living/
working conditions of workers and over all economic 
development of the stakeholders of the industry.  Of 
late, there has been a proliferation of coir industrial 
units in the State of Tamil Nadu due to abundant 
availability of the basic raw material of the industry 
ie. coconut husk and the increased demand for ‘coir 

Umbrella scheme, Coir Vikas Yojana (CVY), Coir 
Board has been implementing various sub-schemes 
for augmenting investment, enhancing availability of 
trained personnel, improving domestic and export 
market, etc. in coir sector. Under the scheme of Fund 
for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI) of 
the Govt. of India, Coir Clusters are being established 
in different coconut producing States/UTs. This is to 
pave the way for a faster growth of the coir industry 
in the Country. The recent inclusion of coir industry 
under the purview of Prime Minister’s Employment 
Generation Programme (PMEGP) is also expected 
to contribute profusely for the modernisation of the 
industry.

Sale of Coir Products

Promotion of sale of coir and coir products in India 
and elsewhere is one of the thrust areas of activities 
of Coir Board.  The Domestic Market Promotion 
includes efforts for enhanced sale of coir products 
through Board’s Showrooms and sales outlets and 
also popularizing coir and coir products by way of 
publicity, organizing exhibitions in different parts 
of the country, through audio and visual media, 
sales campaign, press advertisement and through 
brochures, pamphlets, hoardings etc.  

Coir Board participated in 91 exhibitions, in 
different parts of the country, during the year 2018-
19, expending an amount of Rs.2.53 crores as a 
measure for popularization of coir and coir products 
in the domestic market.  The state wise details of 
exhibitions participated during the year 2018-19 is 
annexed as Annexure V.

The Board has 29 Showroom and Sales Depots 
spread in different parts of the country. These 
showrooms also serve as marketing outlets beyond 
display centres.  The total sales of coir and coir 
products through Coir Board’s Showrooms and sales 
depots during the period under report worked out to 
Rs. 886.02 lakhs.  

Market Development Assistance (MDA)

The Board releases Market Development Assistance 
(MDA) to the State Governments, for distributing 
among the government owned coir enterprises/
units and co-operative societies.  The objective of 
the scheme is to help the coir units to promote their 
sales, by granting assistance of 10% of average 
sales during the last three years. The MDA is equally 
shared by the State Governments concerned and by 
Coir Board, on behalf of Government of India.

Thrissur Pooram Exhibition

Thrissur Pooram Exhibition, is a annual mega event 
held during 19th April – 24th May 2018 along with the 
traditional Thrissur Pooram with entire cross section 
of trade and industry, Government departments 
and PSUs.

CHAPTER – VII

Innovative Research & Development on coir are 
carried out under the Board through the two 

research institutes; the Central Coir Research 
Institute (CCRI), Kalavoor, Alleppey and Central 
Institute of Coir Technology (CICT), Bangalore. 
The CCRI, Alleppey was established in 1959 
and the CICT, Bangalore in 1980. The CCRI, 
Kalavoor concentrates on research concerning the 
development of eco-friendly technologies for quality 

concentrates on technology development for coir 

areas for utilization of coir and coir waste (coir pith), 
modernization of production infrastructure for the 
elimination of drudgery in manual operation thereby 
attaining higher productivity and improvement in 
quality are integral parts of the research efforts of 
both the Institutes. The research investigations have 
led to the development of several new technologies 
for the coir industry.

Extension of the research results in the laboratory 

and service facility are other two main thrust areas of 
activities undertaken by the two research institutes.  
Collaborative research projects undertaken with 
universities, research organizations, government 
institutions, etc., have resulted in varied applications 
of coir, development of new products, new machinery, 

friendly technologies.  Further reputed institutions have 
also come forward with funding support to Coir Board 
on technology development on various aspects of coir. 
These institutes are the primary contact for providing 
technical guidance to the entrepreneurs in setting up 
of coir based industrial units, demonstration of various 
technologies, technology transfer to entrepreneurs 

and the trade, incubation, testing and service facilities, 
etc.

Around the 
world, eco-labels are becoming an important addition 
to the toolkits of environment regulators. Both 
international organizations and national governments 
believe that eco-labeling will have a positive impact 
on the environment. Eco-labels are used to identify 
the overall environmental preference of a product or 
a service.

The ECOMARK label could provide a measure of the 
pollution and environmental concerns in coir industry 
and thereby reduce the pollution and could control 
the use of banned or harmful chemicals and other 
items in coir and coir products. Acquiring ECOMARK

international and domestic markets. Coir products by 
virtue of its eco- friendly and biodegradable qualities 
are proven to be excellent in applications towards 
maintaining the ecological balance and preserving 
nature. Products like coir geotextiles and coir pith 
are widely used for soil conservation, embankment 
protection, and agri-horti applications. Coir wood 
is an ideal wood substitute capable of contributing

With a view to popularize the coir geotextiles as a 
new material for strengthening of unpaved roads 
with weak soil, Coir Board implemented collaborative 
project  on “Behavior of Coir Geotextiles stabilized 
subgrade soil with special reference to transport 
infrastructure development” with University of 
Wollongong, New South Wales, Australia and Cochin 
University of Science and Technology. The objective 
of the project is to evaluate the mechanical behavior 
of the coir geotextile reinforced soil during high-
frequency cyclic loading and to prepare a numerical 
model for the biodegradability of geotextile. Dr. 
J.S. Vinod, Principal Investigator University of 
Wollongong, Australia has presented numerical 
model which will not only solve the challenges 
associated with environmentally sustainable use of 
coir geotextiles but also provide cost-effective, safe 
and easily available ground improvement technique 
for transport infrastructure development. the updated 
status of the project.

Bulk production of lignin glues is going on for 
evaluating the glue performance as a PF resin 
substitute in Coir wood.

The work on the synthesis of Nanocellulose from coir 

Nanocellulose in making sanitary and absorbent 
products. The absorptive properties of the synthesized 
Nanocellulose were studied in terms of free-swell 
absorptive capacity and centrifuge retention capacity 
and were found to be on par with the commercially 
available diapers. Further trials for the development 
of sanitary napkins, adult diapers using the 
developed absorbent product are continuing. Studies 
in connection with the biodegradability properties of 
Nanocellulose are also being taken up.

5. Extraction of sodium lignosulphonate from 
coir pith & Scaling up of the process of extraction 
of  Sodium Lignosulphonate from coir pith for 

Sodium Lignosulphonate extracted from pith has 
potential as mud thinner in oil well drilling. presently 
imported Redispersible Polymer Powder is being 
used for mud thinning. (~Rs.550/kg) Lignosulphonate 
from coir pith will be a cost-effective import substitute 
(~Rs.80/kg). 

Bulk production of Sodium Lignosulphonate from 
coir pith has commenced. For improving the quality 
of sodium lignosulphonate for use in Oil Drilling 
applications 3% & 5% sulphite solutions process and 
evaluation of properties are underway. Studies are 
ongoing for the extraction of Sodium lignosulphonates 
using KOH instead of NaOH for the economical 
extraction of SLS.500g Sodium lignosulphonate.

Also imparted training on spinning 
different types of coir and blended yarn, weaving 
coir matting on Handlooms, Semi-automatic Loom, 
Jacquard power loom for the manufacture of different 
variety coir fabrics. Engaged apprentices trained from 
NCTDC for the development of innovative products. 

8. Development of emission-free composite 
boards was taken as per the demand of the market 
and coir composite boards with E0 emission standard 
was developed.

9. Coir composite doors with coir and wood 
and paddy husk combinations were evolved and 
experiments are on the way to manufacture a coir 
composite door with complete coir. The development 
of door frames is also possible. Doors of 31 mm 
thickness with complete coir and door frames of 38 
mm thickness were manufactured. The specialty of 
the product is that the product can be carved in wood 
machines and works similar to wood. This product 

shows a bright future in the market. Gift articles from

CHAPTER – IX

Introduction

The Indian Coir Industry has been traditionally a 

order to meet the challenge from the competing 
countries in the world market, the Government of 
India decided to introduce mechanization in the 
Coir Industry in a phased manner.  Accordingly,  it 
was decided to mechanize one third portion of the 
production of coir mattings.  As  a part of this decision, 
the Hindustan Coir was established in the year 1969 

Subsequently one more loom was installed and the 
number of loom was increased to six.  Two shift system 
was adopted for the production.  Subsequently the 
number of employees was reduced to 38 but the two 
shift system was continued.  Since 2009-2010, the 
single shift system was introduced with 26 employees 
and for attaining the optimum production.  The staff 
strength was gradually decreased and the number 
of employees during the period under report was ten 

Hindustan Coir, a power loom matting manufacturing 
unit, functioning under the Coir Board has been 
engaged in the production of quality power loom 
matting using the existing infrastructure available at 
the unit especially the looms which were imported 50 
years back. It is performing almost well due to the 
timely overhauling and proper maintenance.  Most 
of the spare parts of the looms were replaced with 
Indian spares deploying the mechanical staff in the 
factory. 

As per the decision taken by Secretary, Coir Board 
in the meeting held on 27.10.2015, the production 
of Hindustan Coir matting has been stopped w.e.f 
31.03.2016.  But continued to produce matting 
against special order from Coir Board Show Rooms 
and private parties till the stock of coir yarn exhausts, 
during the year 2018-19.  During the year 2014, 

Hindustan Coir set up a Souvenir shop alongwith the 
International Coir Museum of Coir Board at Kalavoor 
and various types of coir and other handicraft items 
are sold through this shop to the visitors of museum.

Production

Hindustan Coir produces coir matting in several 
attractive patterns with various colour schemes. At 
present only 3 looms are engaged for production 
and 2 looms are under repair.    During the year 
2018-2019 the factory could produce 2565 Sq.mtrs 
of mattings, a monthly average of 214 Sq.Mtrs.  A 
total quantity of 2565 Sq. Mtrs. of matting valued at 
Rs.08.64 lakhs was produced during the year under 
report as against a total quantity of 12405 Sq. Mtrs. 
valued at Rs.41.80 lakhs during the corresponding 
period of the previous year.   One of the loom was 

the demand from the market and produced 15647 
Sq.mtrs of Geotexiles valued to Rs.8.3 lakhs during 
the year 2018-2019.

Quality Control

The quality of coir matting produced in the factory is 
ensured by adopting strict quality control measures.  
Head Jobman/Supervisors are posted in the factory 
for inspection and checking of the quality starting 
from procurement level of coir yarn until the packing 
and loading of matting.  Each lot of dyestuff and 
chemicals used for dyeing and bleaching of coir yarn 
are tested to ensure its quality and strength of the 
dyestuff.  The power loom matting from Hindustan 
Coir is gaining popularity in major cities and towns in 
India because of its quality.  

Marketing 

During the period under report,  total value of Rs.09.14 
lakhs of coir mattings were dispatched to Coir Board 
Showroom & Sales Depot situated all over India on 
consignment basis as against Rs.49.31 lakhs during 
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the corresponding period  of  the previous  year. The 
major portion of the matting produced in Hindustan 
Coir were sold through the Show Rooms of the Coir 
Board all over India.  Around 78 % of the total sales of 
Hindustan Coir are effected at Hindustan Coir Sales 
out let as factory sales.   Coir Board’s Showrooms 
located at different cities in India were the major outlet 
for the sales of Hindustan Coir mattings.  There is a 
good demand for the mattings produced at Hindustan 
Coir since it stands for quality. Hindustan Coir 
mattings constituted around 58% of the total sales 
of the Board’s Showrooms.  Total sales of Hindustan 
Coir mattings through Show Rooms during the year 
was Rs.11.34 against a total sale of Rs.50.66 lakhs 
during the previous year.   

Hindustan Coir could make a total sales of Rs.29.71 
lakhs through the sales outlet during the period 2018-
2019 and that of previous year was Rs.16.76 lakhs. 
On promotional basis, Hindustan Coir is purchasing 
coir products and Coir Handicrafts items from various 
coir manufactures and selling through the Souvenir 

Shop of the International coir museum, Kalavoor.  The 
total sales through Souvenir Shop for the period from 
01.04.2018 to 31.03.2019 was Rs.10.86 lakhs.  The 
total sales of the Souvenir Shop for the corresponding 
period of the previous year was Rs.10.86 lakhs.

During the period under report, Coir Board evolved a 
new marketing strategy by stopping the direct sales 
through the Showrooms.  This seriously affected the 
sales of Hindustan Coir which was depending upon 
the sales from Coir Board SR & SD’s, in a major 
way.  During the period under report,  Hindustan Coir 
matting worth Rs. 11.34 lakhs were sold through Coir 
Bhavans of the Board during the year 2018-2019 
as against the sales of Rs. 50.66 lakhs during the 
corresponding period of last year. In addition to the 
above, matting worth Rs. 40.56  lakhs were sold 
directly from the factory (including sales through  
Souvenir Shop) during the year 2018-2019 as against 
the sale of Rs.27.62 lakhs during the corresponding 
period of the previous year.

Coir Industry is a labour intensive and export 
oriented industry employing about Seven lakhs 

of artisans in the lower group of the soceity.  The 
decentralized operations in the coir industry without 
adequate training of spinners and weavers have been 
posing problems particularly for ensuring the desired 
level of quality in the ultimate products.  Inferior 
quality may ultimately turnout to be detrimental to 
the concerted efforts towards overall development of 
the industry and also its survival, particularly being 
a traditional industry.  Under the Skill Development 
Scheme different activities viz. Training on Value 
Added Products’ manufacturing, Mahila Coir Yojana, 
Entrepreneurship Development Programme, 
Awareness Programme, Workshop, Exposure 
Tour and Seminar being undertaken by Coir Board 

etc were continued during the period under report.

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SCHEME OF FUND FOR REGENERATION OF 
TRADITIONAL INDUSTRIES (SFURTI)

CHAPTER - XIV

India has a rich heritage of traditional industries. This 
sector not only plays a crucial role in providing large-

scale employment opportunities at comparatively 
lower capital cost, but also helps in industrialization 
of rural & backward areas, thereby reducing regional 
imbalances, assuring more equitable distribution 
of income and wealth. The eco-friendly products of 
traditional industries have great potential for growth 
in production and export developing niche products 
for domestic and export markets. 

With a view to making the traditional industries 
more productive and competitive and facilitating 
their sustainable development, the Govt. of India 
announced a Central Sector Scheme titled the 
“Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional 
Industries (SFURTI)”. This scheme provides 90% 
Govt. of India grant, which is more ideal in sectors 

very low. The scheme is implemented by the Ministry 
of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises through its 
organizations (KVIC & Coir Board) in collaboration 
with the State Government, their organizations and 
Non-Government Organizations (NGOS).  

The main objective of the Scheme is to make the 
traditional industries more competitive, market 

providing sustainable employment for traditional 
industry artisans and rural entrepreneurs.  The 
scheme envisages provision of Common Facility 
Centres (CFC) and improved tools and equipments 
for artisans to promote optimum utilization of 
infrastructure facilities. It also focuses for setting up 
of multi- product clusters with integrated value chain 

and a strong market driven approach for viability and 
long term sustainability of the cluster.

The Coir Clusters will build up innovated and 
traditional skills, improved technologies, advanced 
processes, market intelligence and new models 
of Public-Private Partnerships, so as to gradually 
replicate similar models of cluster-based regenerated 
traditional industries.

Under SFURTI IInd  phase, the Ministry of MSME 

Coir Clusters spread over Six different states of 
the country, with a total budgetary allocation of 
Rs.114.65 Cr, where Govt.of India grant is Rs.92.49 
Cr. These approved 35 Coir Clusters comprises of 2 
Heritage, 13 Major, 12 Mini and 8 Regular clusters. 
Out of which, 14 nos. are located in Tamil Nadu, 4 
in Kerala, 5 each in Karnataka & Odisha, 2 each in 
Gujarat, Maharashtra & Andhra Pradesh and 1 in

The CFCs of 2 coir clusters viz. Kangayam & 
Palladam in Tamil Nadu were inaugurated by 
Shri. Giriraj Singh, Hon’ble Minister for MSME on 
18.05.2018. These clusters along with the cluster 
at Neyyattinkara in Kerala have started commercial 
production of coir products such as coir needled felt, 
garden articles, coir yarn, geo-textiles & mattings, coir 
pith block, pith compost etc. They have now entered 
into the export markets also. Now, the CFCs of 12 
more clusters (7 clusters in Tamil Nadu, 2 in Kerala, 
1 each in Gujarat, Karnataka and Maharashtra) are 
functional. The implementation of SFURTI activities 
are progressing in all the remaining 20 coir clusters

RIGHT TO INFORMATION (RTI) ACT, 2005

CHAPTER – XVIII

Right to Information (RTI) Act- 2005 is an Act of 
the Parliament of India enacted during 2005 to 

provide for setting out the practical regime of the 
right to information for citizens and replaces the 
erstwhile Freedom of information Act, 2002. Under 
the provisions of the Act, any citizen of India may 
request information from a "public authority" (a body 
of Government or "instrumentality of State") which 
is required to reply expeditiously or within thirty 
days. The Act also requires every public authority 
to computerise their records for wide dissemination 
and to proactively disclose certain categories of 
information so that the citizens need minimum 
recourse to request for information formally. This 
law was passed by Parliament on 15 June 2005 and 
came fully into force on 12 October 2005.

The RTI Act was continued to be implemented in Coir 
Board during the period under report.  The proactive 
disclosure of schemes and other guidelines issued by 
the Government were being carried out scrupulously 
by the Board. All the required items to be published  
in terms of Section 4 (1)(b) (i) to (xii) of the RTI Act 
2005 were placed on the website of the Board at 

http://coirboard.gov.in.

Disposal of all the applications/appeals received 
under RTI Act, 2005 in the Coir Board were centrally 
monitored by the CPIO and two ACPIOs.

1.  We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Coir Board, Kochi (Board) as at 31 March 2019 and the 
Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Account for the year ended 31 March 2019 on 
that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions 

on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG) on 

performance aspects, etc., if any are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These 
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether 

basis for our opinion.

4.  Based on our audit, we report that:

(i)  We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief 
were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(ii)  The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Account dealt with by 
this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry of Finance, Government of 
India.

(iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been properly maintained 
by the Board as required under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties Powers 
& Conditions of Service) Act 1971 read with section 17 (2) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 in so far as 
it appears from our examination of such books. 

 (iv) We further report that:
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(A) Balance Sheet

1. Corpus/Capital Fund and Liabilities

1.1 Current Liabilities and Provisions - ` 6.35 crore 

a) Contrary to the provisions of Accounting Standard-15, the Board did not made provision for the liabilities 
towards Gratuity, Pension and Leave Encashment (Earned Leave) on the plea that Actuarial Valuation 

have on the basis of prudence, provided for the expenditure based on previous year’s (2017-18) actuarial 
valuation amounting to ` 165.53 crore. Non-provision for the same resulted in understatement of Current 
Liabilities and Provisions and overstatement of excess of Income over Expenditure.

b) Above is understated by an amount of ` 0.10 crore being interest earned on unutilized grants lying in bank 
accounts in respect of Coir Udyami Yojana Scheme.  The interest earned has been recognized as Income 
instead of depositing the same into Consolidated Fund of India. This has resulted in overstatement of 
excess of Income over Expenditure for the current year. 

c) Above is understated by an amount of ` 0.07 crore, due to non-provisioning for the expenditure related 

of excess of Income over Expenditure for the current year and understatement of Current Liabilities & 
Provisions. 

2. Assets

2.1 Current Assets, Loans, Advances etc - Sundry Debtors - ` 1.03 crore 

 Above includes outstanding debtors to an extent of ` 0.14 crore pending recovery from 2006-07 to 2014-

same resulted in overstatement of Current Assets -Sundry Debtors as well as Excess of Income over 
Expenditure. 

(B) Income and Expenditure

1.1 Other Administrative Expenses etc. - ` 28.10 crore 

 Above is overstated by an amount of ` 0.08 crore towards expenditure incurred on the procurement of 
‘Anupam Loom with Creel Stand’.  Non-Capitalization and non-charging of depreciation on the above 
asset resulted in Understatement of excess of Income over Expenditure and Fixed Assets. 

2.  Income

2.1 Grants/ Subsidies (Schedule 13): Rs. 86,11,68,000

 Above includes grant received towards Coir Vikas Yojana and Assistance for Training Institutions Scheme 
amounting to ` 49.92 crore.  Out of which, `26.60 crore was towards capital expenditure, which should 
have been accounted under Capital Reserves. Non-compliance resulted in overstatement of Income over 
Expenditure and understatement of Capital Reserves by ` 26.60 crore.  
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(C) Grants-in-aid

 The opening balance of Grant-in-aid was `15.26 crore. During the year grant amounting to `114.61 crore 
was received including Internal & Extra Budgetary Resources (IEBR) and utilization was to the extent of ` 

93.96 crore, leaving a balance of ` 35.91 crore. 

(v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance sheet, Income & 
Expenditure Account and Receipt & Payment Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the 
books of accounts.

(vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the said
