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INTRODUCTION

oir Board was setup, by the Govt. of India under
Can Act of Parliament viz., Coir Industry Act, 1953
(45 of 1953) for the development of Coir Industry and
for promotion of domestic as well as export markets of
coir and coir products. This is the Sixty Sixth Annual
Report of Coir Board highlighting various activities
and achievements during the period from 01.04.2019
to 31.03.2020.

Functions of Coir Board

The main functions of Coir Board, as laid down under
Section 10 of the Coir Industry Act, 1953, are given
below:

1. It shall be the duty of the Board to promote by
such measures, as it thinks fit, the development,
under the control of the Central Government, of
Coir Industry.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the
provisions of Sub Section (1), the measures
referred to therein may relate to:

a) Promoting exports of coir yarn and coir
products and carrying on propaganda for that
purpose;

b) Regulating, under the supervision of the
Central Government, the production of husks,
coir yarn and coir products by registering
coir spindles and looms for manufacturing
coir products as also manufacturers of coir
products, licensing exporters of coir, coir
yarn and coir products and taking such other
appropriate steps as may be prescribed;

¢) Undertaking, assisting or encouraging
scientific, technological and economic
research and maintaining and assisting in
the maintenance of one or more research
institutes;

d) Collecting statistics from manufacturers
of, and dealers in, coir products and from
such other persons as may be prescribed,
on any matter relating to coir industry, the
publication of statistics so collected or
portions thereof or extracts there from;

e) Fixing grade standards and arranging, when
necessary, for inspection of fibre, coir yarn
and coir products;

f)  Improving the marketing of coconut husk,
coir fibre, coir yarn and coir products in
India and elsewhere and preventing unfair
competition.

g) Setting up or assisting in the setting up of
factories for the producers of coir products
with the aid of power;

h) Promoting cooperative organizations among
producers of husks, coir fibre and coir yarn
and manufacturers of coir products;

i) Ensuring remunerative returns to the
producers of husks, coir fibre and coir yarn
and manufacturers of coir products.

i) Licensing of retting places and warehouses
and otherwise regulating the stocking and
sales of coir fibre, coir yarn and coir products
both for the internal market and for exports;

k) Advising on all matters relating to the
development of coir industry;

[)  Such other matters as may be prescribed.

The Board shall perform its functions under
this Section in accordance with and subject
to such rules as may be made by the Central
Government.




Constitution of the Board

ECONOMIC RESEARCH AND STATISTICS

The Economic Research and Statistics wing continued to function as a supporting system to the trade as
well as other divisions of the Board. Collection, compilation, analysis and dissemination of statistical data
pertaining to Coir Industry is one of the major functions assigned to the Coir Board under the Coir Industry Act
1953. Statistical data on coconut cultivation, coconut production and potential of raw material, raw material
production, consumption, utilization and exports are collected, compiled and published for use of trade as well
as the industry. In order to strengthen the data base and to up-date the data available with the Board, surveys
on coir industry, with active involvement of coir producing States and Union Territories are organized at regular
intervals. The Economic Research section also collects the details of entrepreneurs engaged in coir sector and
takes up the issues like Tax, GST etc. with the Customs, State Governments and the Central Government as
and when required.

The Board is also discharging its role as a facilitator for all the stake holders of the Coir Industry. Export figures
are collected from various Ports, compiled and published regularly. The trade related assistances are also
being rendered to industry, as and when required.

SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY

The research wing of Coir Board comprises of the
two research institutes; the Central Coir Research
Institute, Kalavoor in Kerala and the Central Institute
of Coir Technology, Bangalore. The Central Coir
Research Institute, Alleppey was established in
1959 and the Central Institute of Coir Technology,
in Bangalore in 1978. Innovative R & D activities on
coir are carried in these Institutes, CCRI, Kalavoor
concentrates on research concerning development
of eco-friendly technologies for quality improvement
of coir fibre, utilization of coir pith, effluent treatment,
development of new machinery, product diversification
& CICT, Bangalore concentrates on technology
development for coir composites/ coir wood.
Identification of new user areas for utilization of coir
and coir waste (coir pith), modernization of production
infrastructure for elimination of drudgery in manual
operation thereby attaining higher productivity and
improvement in quality are integral parts of the
research efforts of both the Institutes. The research
investigations have led to development of several new
technologies for the coir industry.

Extension of the results of the research developed
at the laboratory level is scaled up for application
at the field level together with extension of testing
and service facilities to the coir entrepreneurs &
exporters. Collaborative research with academic &
research organizations, on varied applications of coir,
development of new products, new machinery, product
diversification, development of environment friendly
technologies, technology transfer, incubation, testing
and service facilities are the areas which are given
priority consideration. Further reputed institutions have

also come forward with funding support to Coir Board
on technology development on various aspects of coir.

SIGNIFICANT ACHIEVEMENTS IN 2019-20

As part of digitalization, E-Office has been
successfully implemented in Central Coir Research
Institute

Implementation of the Swachhta Action Pakhwada
(SAP) has been successfully completed.

. MODERNIZATION OF PRODUCTION
PROCESS:

1. Research studies

i) The Central Coir Research Institute has
conducted extensive studies on establishing
potential of coir pith, as organic manure.
Coir pith has inherent property of moisture
retention which makes it irrigation efficient and
development of technology for biodegradation
of lignocellulosic materials in coir pith using
PITHPLUS (Pleurotussajorcaju), a mushroom
spawn has lead to the development of 100%
organic manure viz CPOM (Coir Pith Organic
Manure). C-POM and Coir Krishimithra
are two innovative formulations of coir pith
compost developed through research and
are being popularized in India through field
level demonstrations among public.Coir pith
composting (Conventional & Coir-Krishimithra)
for a quantity of 1 ton heap were conducted
at CCRI supplementing the same with urea
in the first heap and combination of azolla,
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neem cake powder & fish waste (1:2:1) in the
second heap in connection with the testing of
samples at Indian Institute of Soil Sciences
(lISS, Bhopal) as a part of the validation of coir
pith by ICAR. Coir Board is taking maximum
efforts to publicize the technology of coir pith
composting, for the development of Coir Pith
Organic manure and Coir-KrishiMithra. The
popularization of the same on a wide-range to
meet the requirements of the domestic market
can be done only through Krishivigyana Kendra/
Krishi Bhavan on a state-level basis, after
getting accreditation from ICAR, the apex body
of agricultural research.

i) Indian Jute Industries Research Association
(IJIRA) had submitted Jute samples in order
to check its effect on treatment with Biochem
solution. The jute samples were subjected to
Bio softening using Biochem solution which
yielded better results.

iii) A condenser assembly made with stainless
steel and copper tubes was installed in
microbiology department for the extraction of
bio oil from coir pith.Crude Bio oil from coir pith
has been extracted in laboratory level as a part
of the experiments done with the involvement
of stainless steel condenser assembly for
condensing the vapour obtained as a result of
pyrolysis of coir pith.

iv) Atwo day Workshop about Coir pith compost
and cocolawn have been arranged for trainees
from Coirfed. Also dissemination on the working
principle of various equipments used for coir
pith testing were made.

v) The R & D achievements have been
showcased in the IITF, held in New Delhi during
November 2019 and in COIR KERALA held at
Alappuzha during December, 2019.

vi) Dissemination of the R& D activities
undergoing in the department was carried out
to the visitors from Ministry of Micro Small and
Medium Enterprises (MSME).

2. Dissemination of Technologies in
Seminars

i) Coir Composites (Coir wood) are the recent
development in the field of coir which has
unlimited partial for replacement of expensive
and natural materials like plywood and wood.
Keeping this in mind, Coir Board jointly with
Society for development of composites, Indian
Plywood Industries and Research and Training
Institutes (IPIRTI) and Karnataka State Coir Co-
operative Federation has organized a National
Seminar entitled “Use of Coir Composites
in Building and Fast Track Construction
Applications” on 23 January 2020 at Bengaluru.
The Seminar specifically focused on the use of
coir composites in different user areas such as
buildings, furniture, automotive sector and other
high end applications. The National Seminar
was inaugurated by Shri.

The products manufactured
are sold through Souvenir shop at International coir
museum and achieved a revenue of Rs.1,22,685/-
from a single shop.

IV DEVELOPMENT OF ENVIRONMENT
FRIENDLY TECHNOLOGIES:

Research Studies

Research and Development activities on various
In-House Projects are being continued in the
Microbiology Department. The progress of the work
done under each project is detailed below.

1. Potential application of biodegraded
coir pith (C-POM) for setting up of roof/
homelvertical garden.

The project had been completed with encouraging
results. Comparative study in order to check the
efficacy of C-POM and Coir Krishimithra on the
growth of medicinal, vegetable and ornamental plants
yielded that plants show better growth when coir pith
compost is mixed with soil in 1:1 ratio. Vertical garden
using coir needle felt, coir fibre, coir pith compost on
wooden board was erected near the Coir net house.
Vertical garden using bamboo logs were also placed.




2. Study on Degradation of coir fibre
based products

The study is proposed to conduct on degradation of
coir fibre based products viz. Coir geotextiles, Coir
wood, Coir mattress and Coir mattings in soil. The
chemical characteristics such as lignin, cellulose,
hemicelluloses and pectin of the above samples
are analyzed periodically during the degradation
period. The obtained values markedly decreased
upon degradation. The tensile strength determination
of the coir geotextiles upon soil degradation were
also conducted during regular time intervals. Data
analysis and evaluation can result in the generation of
authentic information about the degradation pattern
of coir fibre based products viz. Coir geo-textiles,
Coir wood, Coir mattress and Coir mattings.

3. Comparative study on the absorptive
and biodegradability properties of
sanitary products synthesized using
Nanocellulose and Nanocellulose-
aerogels from Coir fibre.

This is an in-house project aimed to conduct
synthesis,  characterization,  absorption  and
biodegradability studies of Nanocellulose and
Nanocellulose-Aerogels, extracted from coir
fiber. As a part of the work envisaged under the
project, synthesis, characterization, absorption
and biodegradability studies of Nanocellulose has
been completed. Cellulose was extracted from coir
pith and the extracted cellulose was converted to
Nanocellulose by using chemical methods, followed
by characterization studies. Absorption studies were
performed by determining the free swell absorptive
capacity and centrifuge retention capacity and the

o &%
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results obtained were encouraging and comparable to
that of commercially available ones. Biodegradability
studies performed using fibre extracted Nanocellulose
revealed 60% degradation within a period of 90 days.
A value-added product obtained from coir fibre with
immense potential to be considered for hygiene and
absorbent applications can become a boon to the
coir industry.

Meeting held with the NHAI Officials | DPR

A meeting has been conducted with the NHAI officials
and M/s. SMEC India Pvt Ltd, the DPR Consultants
at the Coir Board Central Coir Research Institute
on 14.02.2020 and detailed discussions were held
on the use of coir geotextiles as reinforcement
in National Highways.

After detailed deliberations, it
was concluded that the NHAI will identify a small
stretch of road in the NH 66 between Cherthala and
Kazhakootam for undertaking a pilot study and the
Technical Consultants and the NHAI officials will also
be apprised of the results before the draft DPR is
prepared. The General Manager, NHAI authorized

Shri. P. Pradeep, Project Director, NHAI Trivandrum
to identify the location and initiate the work in
consultation with the Coir Board.

EXTENSION OF R & D ACTIVITIES

Development of flame retardant rubberized
coir for cushioning purpose in railways

The Synthetic foams generally used in railway
applications are relatively complex in the production
process and the primary disadvantage is that they
are non-biodegradable and poor conductors of heat
and have a low heat capacity. Thin layer of foam (plus
cover) warms up the skin temperature when one sits
on it, but does not draw much heat from the body's
tissues. In contrast rubberized coir which is a light
weight biocomposite foam material having excellent
durability and great potential as cushioning material




for railway coaches. The consumer friendly aspect
such as cooling, comfort and non allergic nature are
the major advantage of rubberized coir. It can be
moulded to any shape and is resistant to moth and
mite attack which are the unique properties for use as
a durable cushioning material. In order to replace the
synthetic foams in railways with the biodegradable

and versatile rubberized coir, modification and
improvement in flammability characteristics is
essential. CCRI has initiated an inhouse research
project in consultation with All India Rubberised
Coir Mattress Manufacturers Association, Rubber
Research Institute of India and CUSAT. Further
studies are ongoing in the Polymer Department of
CCRI to achieve all the requirement of RDSO.

COLLABORATIVE RESEARCH PROJECTS

1. Crowd sourced Predictive Analytics
Framework for the International Trade of South
Indian Coir Products in Ayurveda, Textile and
Agriculture” in collaboration with VIT, Vellore

The objective of this research work is to develop a
business intelligence software frame work for Central
Coir Research Institute to integrate the data and
forecast the quality of coir and coconut products in the
international trade. Research based market analysis
and survey on Internal trade is present-day important
to improve the business market of South Indian coir
husk and coconut products. It is important to integrate
the data from lab, the exporters and their quality
products, International trade data, expectations
of international clients, market forecasting of coir
business, competitive country products quality and
nature. Based on this a predictive analysis with the
help of crowd sourcing has been done. Different and
efficient algorithms for predictive analysis to solve
various relevant problems have been worked out.
The project is continuing.

2. Product design and development of coir
bit fibre reinforced fully green composites with
CIPET, Kochin

As the third phase work of CIPET-IPT, the preparation
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of fully green composite design for target oriented
application, prototype and mould design for domestic
products, is under progress. The testing and property
evaluation for optimizing the production process is
also under progress. The project is continuing.

3. Development of flexible composite material
using coconut husk and leather waste - NEIST Jorhat

CSIR-NEIST has developed a high flexible
composite sheet from leather industry wastes i.e.
dyed trimmings in combination with coconut husk
using polymeric binder under the project. Utilization
of such waste materials not only help to reduce
environmental pollution, but also help for making an
alternative product substitute to leather which can be
used for making apparels & goods of day to day use.
The product is used for making apparels & goods viz
like sandals, shoe, bags, wallet, key rings, cap and
other useful items where leather is used. The product
can be used as pressure gasket in different machines
and equipments.

4. Development & Standardisation of coir
plastic composite (CPC) with IMC Kochin

The main objective of the project is to develop Novel
Coir plastic Composite which could substitute the
Wood plastic Composite (WPC), to develop and do
laboratory scale standardization of the Coir Plastic
Composite and to make surface finish variants
in the CPC. As part of the project IMC Kochi has
conducted detailed market analysis, developed the
concept to introduce an eco friendly product suitable
for building and furniture industry. IMC in association
with partner in Ahmedabad could develop 18mm
thick CPC Boards with 25% Coir reinforcements by
extrusion and developed some panel structures from
coir. During the primary analysis it is found that the
draw backs of conventional WPCs and formaldehyde
composites can be reduced to a considerable level
by the innovation of CPC’s. The standardization
process of production is going on and testing of the
CPC in association with CIPET is also in progress.
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MARKETING AND PUBLICITY

One of the major activities of the Board is to give
ample publicity for the promotion of coir and coir
products in the domestic market and popularisation
of the schemes and services of the Board through
various publicity programmes. The total expenditure
incurred during the year 2019-2020 for this activity
was Rs. 86.73 lakhs. The following were the major
publicity programmes implemented by the Board

during the period under report:-

Television | Radio Publicity

The Board telecast advertisements through
Dooradarsan. Considering the wide reach and rate
competitiveness, the Board also carried out publicity
through AIR and social media publicity were also
undertaken by the Board.

Spot Publicity/Sales Campaign

Special publicity programmes were arranged in
connection with sales campaigns, different exhibitions
etc. The Showroom Managers and the heads of Sub
Offices were allowed to release advertisements in
local newspapers and television channels and to print
and distribute pamphlets, hand bills etc. during the
period. Banners were also displayed in the Showroom/
Office premises and vantage points in the cities.

Press/Casual advertisements

Advertisements are released in leading national
dailies, magazines, important publications in English
and vernacular and official languages. In addition to
this, the Board is undertaking event based publicity
during the occasion of festivals, while participating in
exhibitions etc. This programme continued during the
period under the report.

Printing of Publicity Materials/Hoarding/
Coir News/Photoshoot

Printing and distribution of Publicity literature is an
important programme of the Board. The publicity

brochures and pamphlets are printed in English,
Hindi and in all regional languages and distributed to
the general public for creating awareness. Further,
the Board is publishing Coir News every month to
disseminate the information on the R&D activities/
achievements of the Board, statistics on exports
and other major interventions of the Board for the
development of the industry.

These activities were continued during the period
under report.

Publicity in North Eastern Region

In order to give more thrust for the development of
coir industry in the NER and to attract more people
to the industry, the Board resorts to various types of
publicity activities through print and electronic media
and also for erection of hoardings/ boards in vantage
points. This programme continued during the period
under report.

Membership with other Organizations/
Subscription to Periodicals

The Board, as part of its activities has to take
membership with other organizations like Indian
Institute of Foreign Trade, Confederation of Indian
Industry, Federation of Indian Export Organization,
Kerala  State  Productivity Council, Kerala
Management Association, All India Shippers Council,
International Erosion Control Association, USA etc.
as the meetings organised by these Organizations
act as a platform for dissemination of information for
mutual benefits. The Board's Officers are regularly
being invited by the Organizations concerned to
attend their meetings/seminars and major events.
This programme continued during the period under
the report.
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HINDUSTAN COIR

Introduction

The Indian Coir Industry has been traditionally a
cottage industry confined to handloom sector. In order
to meet the challenge from the competing countries
in the world market, the Government of India decided
to introduce mechanization in the Coir Industry in
a phased manner. Accordingly, it was decided to
mechanize one third portion of the production of coir
mattings. As a part of this decision, the Hindustan
Coir was established in the year 1969 with five
imported power looms and 58 workers. Subsequently
one more loom was installed and the number of loom
was increased to six. Two shift system was adopted
for the production. Subsequently the number of
employees was reduced to 38 but the two shift
system was continued. Since 2009-2010, the single
shift system was introduced with 26 employees
and for attaining the optimum production. The staff
strength was gradually decreased and the number of
employees during the period under report was eleven
including five workers.

During the year 2014, Hindustan Coir set up a
Souvenir shop alongwith the International Coir

Museum of Coir Board at Kalavoor and various types
of coir and other handicraft items are sold through
this shop to the visitors of museum.

Marketing

During the period under report, total value of Rs.8.12
lakhs of coir mattings and mats which were in the
stock and procured from the Board approved
consighners through DMP Scheme were dispatched
to various Coir Board Showroom & Sales Depot
situated all over India on consignment basis as
against Rs.09.14 lakhs during the previous year. A
total sale of Hindustan Coir Matting through Show
Rooms during the reporting year was Rs.2.66 lakhs
against Rs.11.34 lakhs during the previous year.

Hindustan Coir could make a total sale of Rs.0.31
lakhs through the sales outlet during the period 2019-
2020 and that of previous year was Rs. 29.71 lakhs.
On promational basis, Hindustan Coir is purchasing
coir products and Coir Handicrafts items from the
various coir manufactures as well as from the product
manufactured in the Board’s National level Training
Institute at Kalavoor and selling through the Souvenir
shop of the International Coir Museum, Kalavoor. The
total sales through Souvenir shop for the period from
01.04.2019 to 31.03.2020 is Rs.16.26 lakhs. The
total sales of the souvenir shop for the corresponding
period of the previous year was Rs. 10.86lakhs.
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INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

Coir Industry is a labour intensive and export oriented
industry employing more than Seven lakhs of artisans
in the lower group of the society.The decentralized
operations in the coir industry without adequate
training of spinners and weavers have been posing
problems particularly for ensuring the desired level
of quality in the ultimate products. Inferior quality
may ultimately turnout to be detrimental to the
concerted efforts towards overall development of
the industry and also its survival, particularly being
a traditional industry. Under the Skill Development
Scheme different activities viz. Training on Value
Added Products’ manufacturing, Mahila Coir Yojana,
Entrepreneurship Development Programme,
Awareness Programme, Workshop, Exposure
Tour and Seminar being undertaken by Coir Board
through Regional Offices/Sub Regional Offices/
Other Implementing Offices/Field Training Centers,
etc were continued during the period under report.
The physical and financial achievements for the year
2019-20 under the scheme is separately attached in
Annexure -VI

SKILL UPGRADATION PROGRAMMES &
MAHILA COIR YOJANA

Training

Skilled manpower development through “Training” is
one of the major activities of the Board. The proposal
of the Board for NSQF alignment for its two regular
training programmes viz. Advanced Training Course
and Artisans Training Course has been approved by
NSDA under the Ministry of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship. The training courses have been
renamed as Diploma Course in Coir Technology

and Certificate Course of Coir Artisan in Coir
Technology respectively. The Board has initiated
action to conduct the said training programmes as
per the NSQF standards through its training centres
w.e.f. 15t January 2019. Also, short-term trainings in
spinning and manufacturing of various value added
coir products including handicrafts and jewellery are
conducted through field training centres under the
Scheme “Skill upgradation”. Hostel facilities for the
women trainees are available in the National Coir
Training & Design Centre, Kalavoor, Alleppey.

During the year 2019-20, the Board has imparted
training to 4139 Coir Artisans in spinning of Coir Yarn
& value added products manufacturing. The State-

As per the guidelines issued by the Ministry the
Stipend was paid to the trainees @ Rs. 3,000/- per
head per month. An amount @ Rs. 400/- per head
per month was paid as institutional expenses/
operational expenses to the sponsoring agency to
meet the operational cost of the training including
raw material, power charges and other incidental
expenses. Honorarium @ Rs. 15,000/- per month is
being paid to the Trainers engaged for conducting the
classes.

Mahila Coir Yojana

Under the scheme two months training is given
exclusively for women. This is intended to provide self
employment to rural women artisans in coir producing
regions. Over the last two decades, production of coir
fibre has substantially increased in India. Conversion
of coir fibre into yarn on motorized ratts/ electronic
ratt in rural households provides scope for large scale
employment, improvement in productivity and quality
of coir fibre, better working conditions and higher —
income, which ultimately leads to the improvement of
standard of living of rural woman artisans. The trained
women Artisans will be encouraged to avail financial
assistance under PMEGP Scheme for procuring
machines/equipments for setting up of new coir units.
The maximum project cost is up to 25 lakhs. During
the period under report 2075 women were imparted
with the trainings in different aspects of coir activities.

Entrepreneurship Development Programme
(EDP)

The EDPs are conducted for the benefits of
entrepreneurs in Coir sector. This is being done by
engaging Professional agency, which has expertise
in the field of coir activities. On engagement, the
Board enters into an agreement with the agency
for organizing the EDPs. The agency shall invite
prospective entrepreneurs through regional level
press advertisements. The agency will outsource
faculty for conducting technical sessions as per the
norms prescribed by Coir Board. A field visit to a
nearby coir processing centre will be organized at
the end of the EDP funded with 50% assistance on
travelling expenses. The duration of the EDP will be
three days covering the following sessions:

During the period under report the Board conducted
33 EDPs through its Regional and Sub Regional
Offices.

Seminar and Workshop

The Board has conducted 4 Seminars and 28
Workshopsinvarious Statesthrough Board’s Regional
/ Sub Regional Offices during the period under report
to disseminate the Schemes implemented by the
Board to coir entrepreneurs. During the Seminar/
Workshop the outcome of the R&D activities of the
Board were disseminated to the trade and industry.
The problems faced by the trade and industry were
discussed and solutions were recommended to the
authorities concerned for solving the issues.
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Exposure Tour and Awareness Programme

Exposure tours are organized for the benefit of
prospective entrepreneurs and artisans of coir
processing centres to visit other coir units and coir
producing centers to know about the functioning of the
units there and also to understand various methods

of production of coir and coir products. During the
year 2019-20, 8 Exposure Tours and 37 Awareness
Programmes were organised for the general
public. These Programmes are helping in creating
awareness among prospective entrepreneurs to set
up coir based units for optimum utilization of coconut
husk available in the country.

Coir Industry Technology Upgradation
Scheme - CITUS

CITUS is a new Scheme approved by the Ministry
of MSME, Gouvt. of India for promoting large scale
investments in coir sector. Coir Board, Kochi
will be the Nodal agency. The Scheme will be
implemented by Coir Board through its ROs/SROs/
other Scheme implementing Offices. As per the
Operational Guidelines approved by the Ministry the
assistance under this component will be available to
entrepreneurs in the category of SHGs, Associations,
Enterprises from small scale/medium/Co-operative
public sector, interested for production of value added
coir/coir blended items, where coir is the dominant
fibre, by setting up new unit or adding to the existing
capacity, subject to investment only in new Plant &
Machinery.

All eligible coir units under the component will be
entitled to get financial assistance for procurement
of eligible Plant & Machinery for modernization,
upgradation and / or establishing a new unit on
making an application in the prescribed format for

the purpose. The financial assistance shall be 25%
of the cost of admissible items of Plant & Machinery
procured by the coir units. The upper ceiling of the
financial assistance will be Rs. 2.50 Crores per coir
unit/Project.

As per the earlier operational guidelines, Individuals,
Partnership firms, Private Ltd Companies were
included for availing assistance. However, as per
the new Operational Guidelines the Individuals/
Partnership Firms/ Private Sector are excluded from
availing the benefit of the Scheme. Since, majority
of the units in coir sector belongs to Individuals/
Partnership Firms/Pvt Sector, the benefit of the
Scheme would not reach to the Industry in the desired
level.

However, the Board has addressed the Ministry to
examine the case for necessary modification, so as
to include Individuals & Private Limited Companies
also in the beneficiary list of the Scheme CITUS. The
approval from the Ministry in this regard is awaited.
An amount of Rs. 1.50 Crore has been earmarked
in the Budgeted Expenditure of Coir Board for
implementation of CITUS during 2019-20.




National Coir Training & Design Centre

The Board conducts two regular training programmes
under the Scheme through its following training
institutes.

1. National Coir Training & Design Centre, Kalavoor,
Kerala (Established in 1965)

2. Regional Extention Centre (REC), Thanjavur,
Tamilnadu (Established in1983)

The regular training courses of the Board have been
aligned under National Skill Qualification Framework
(NSQF). They are

1. Advanced Coir Training Course renamed as
Diploma Course in Coir Technology (one year)

2. Artisan’s Coir Training Course renamed as
Certificate Course of Coir Artisan in Coir
Technology (six months)

The one year Diploma Course in Coir Technology
was being conducted only at NCT&DC till 2019 and
the six months Certificate Course of Coir Artisan
in Coir Technology was being conducted at RO
Bhubaneswar and REC Thanjavur also in addition
to NCT & DC. For creating more employment
opportunities in the coir sector across India, the Board
has given approval for conducting both the NSQF
aligned regular training programmes viz. Diploma
Course in Coir Technology and Certificate Course
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of Coir Artisan in Coir Technology in other three
centres also viz. RO Rajahmundry, REC Thanjavur
and RO Bhubaneswar in addition to NCT&DC and
from 2019 onwards the training centres of the Board
have been asked to commence the same. Due to the
outbreak of COVID-19, the training centres could not
commence/conduct the training successfully. The
one year course is conducted for 40 nos. of trainees
per batch and the six months course is for 20 trainees
per batch.

In addition to the two NSQF aligned regular training
programmes and field level trainings, Orientation
Training of short duration courses are also being
conducted in our training centres, training institutes
and SFURTI Clusters.

Prime Minister’s Employment Generation
Programme (PMEGP):

The Ministry of MSME has conveyed approval
of continuation of Prime Minister's Employment
Generation Programme (PMEGP) beyond XII plan for
three years from 2017-18 to 2019-20 on 27.03.2018
and revised Operational Guidelines has also been
approved for the implementation of the scheme. As
per the revised OGL the Coir Udyami Yojana had
been subsumed in PMEGP and Coir Board has been
included as an implementing agency for identifying
coir projects, for their setting up under the scheme.
Accordingly, the Board has been implementing
PMEGP scheme in coir sector during the period from
2018-19.
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Prime Minister’s Employment Generation
Programme (PMEGP) is a credit linked subsidy
scheme. The scheme aims to generate employment
opportunities in rural as well as in urban areas of the
country through setting up of new micro enterprises.
Khadi and Village Industries Commission (KVIC) is
the single nodal agency at the National level. Coir
projects with maximum cost up to Rs. 25.00 lakhs
in Manufacturing Sector and Rs. 10.00 lakhs in
Business/Service Sector are eligible for assistance
under the Scheme. A target of 1000 coir units with
maximum project cost of Rs. 25 lakhs with margin
money subsidy rate of 15% to 35% as applicable for
different categories under PMEGP has been set forth
for the year 2019-20.

The Board had received 894 applications for setting
up of coir projects through the PMEGP e-portal during
the year 2019-20. Out of these, 582 applications were
placed before the DLTFC and on recommendation
of the DLTFC, 511 applications were forwarded
to the Banks for loan sanction under the Scheme.
The Banks have sanctioned loan to 102 units and
submitted claim for releasing Margin Money. Out
of these claims, Margin Money amounting to Rs.
241.97 lakhs has been released to 88 coir units
under PMEGP scheme in the States of Kerala,
Andhra Pradesh, Tamilnadu, Odisha, Maharashtra
and Tripura as detailed below;

SCHEME OF FUND FOR REGENERATION OF
TRADITIONAL INDUSTRIES (SFURTI)

raditional Industries play a vital role in changing
Tthe dimensions of socio-economical growth of
our nation. This sector not only provide large-scale
employment opportunities at comparatively lower
capital cost, but also helps in industrialization of
rural & backward areas, thereby reducing regional
imbalances, assuring more equitable distribution
of income and wealth. The eco-friendly products
of traditional industries have great potential for
growth in production and export developing niche
products for domestic and export markets. As the
demand for these zero-pollution products increased
tremendously, huge scope for their promotion and
value additions are explored and this ultimately
results in the improvements of livelihoods of poor
artisans whose skill sets are profoundly driving up
the industry.

With a view to make the traditional industries
more productive and competitive and facilitating
their sustainable development, the Govt. of India
announced a Central Sector Scheme titled the
“Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional
Industries (SFURTI)”. This scheme is providing
Gol assistance of up to 90% of the total project cost
(wherein 10% beneficiary contribution), which will
be beneficial in sectors like coir, where financial
capacity of stakeholders is very low. The scheme
is implemented by the Ministry of Micro, Small
and Medium Enterprises through its organizations
(KVIC & Coir Board) in collaboration with the
State Government, their organizations and Non-
Government Organizations (NGOS). Coir Board is
acting as the Nodal Agency for the implementation of
scheme in coir sector.

The main objective of the scheme is to make the
traditional industries more competitive, market
driven, productive, profitable and capable of
providing sustainable employment for traditional
industry artisans and rural entrepreneurs. The
scheme envisages provision of Common Facility
Centres (CFC) and improved tools and equipments
for artisans to promote optimum utilization of
infrastructure facilities. It also focuses for setting up
of multi- product clusters with integrated value chain
and a strong market driven approach for viability and
long term sustainability of the cluster.

The scheme also provide the easiness for coir workers
to build up traditional skills, improved technologies,
advanced  processes, design interventions,
improvised packaging, market intelligence and
new models of public-private partnerships, so as to
gradually replicate similar models of cluster-based
regenerated traditional industries.

The Ministry of MSME has so far accorded final
approval for 41 coir clusters under Scheme of Fund for
Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI) 2m
phase with a total budgetary allocation of Rs.142.47
Crores, where Gol grant is Rs.118.17 Crores. Out
of which, 14 nos. are located in Tamil Nadu, 8 in
Karnataka, 5 in Odisha, 4 each in Kerala & Andhra
Pradesh, 2 each in Gujarat and Maharashtra and 1
each in West Bengal & UT of Andaman & Nicobar.
The physical & financial progress of the same are
annexed as Annexure-VII A & VII-B respectively.

Out of these 41 SFURTI coir clusters,7 new coir
clusters have been accorded final approval by the
Ministry of MSME during the year2019-20 with a total




project cost of Rs.29.59 Crores (wherein Gol grant
is Rs.27.11Crores). These include 4 clusters from
Karnataka, 2 from Andhra Pradesh and 1 from West
Bengal respectively.

The CFCsof 3SFURTII coir clustersviz. Neyyattinkara
in Kerala and Kangayam & Palladam in Tamil Nadu
were inaugurated by Shri. Giriraj Singh, Hon’ble
Minister for MSME on 09.01.2018 and 18.05.2018
respectively. These clusters have started exports and
commercial production of coir products such as coir
needled felt, garden articles, coir yarn, geo-textiles &
mattings, coir pith block, pith compost etc. In addition
to this, 12 SFURTI coir clusters (Kerala-Balussery,
Haripad; Gujarat-Samvedana; Tamil Nadu-Dindigul,
Tirunelveli, Salem Coir Mat Consortium(Mettur),
Dharmapuri, Madurai, Pollachi, Ethamozhy;
Karnataka-Kumta; Maharashtra-Pendur)  were

completed and functional during 2018-19. Now, CFC
in respect of one more coir cluster viz. Haralakatta
in Karnataka, has made operational and commercial
production started. Thus, a total of 16 coir clusters
are made operational under SFURTI by the end of
March 2020.The implementation of SFURTI activities

are progressing in all the remaining 25 coir clusters
(inclusive of above 7 new coir clusters approved
during 2019-20) and all are expected to be completed
by 31.03.2021.

Till date, the Ministry of MSME has released
an amount of Rs.81.84Crores as Gol grant for
implementation of 41 SFURTI coir clusters during
the financial years 2015-16, 2016-17,2018-19&
2019-20respectively. Out of which, the Ministry has
released Rs.14.67Croresexclusively during the year
2019-20 for implementation of the scheme. Out of
the total release of Rs.81.84Crores, the Board has
so far released Rs.48.95Crores to the Implementing
Agencies / Technical Agencies of the clusters, till
date, for implementing the activities prescribed in the
DPRs such as setting up of Common facility Centres
(CFC) and IA office, procurement of machineries,
conducting Soft Interventions such as marketing
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initiatives, awareness programmes etc. Subsequent
releases are being considered by the Board on
the basis of progressive utilization and rendering
of Utilization Certificates (UCs) and statement of
accounts by the respective Implementing Agencies.

Major Events/Achievements under SFURTI:

In addition to the 12 SFURTI coir clusters which
were completed and functional during 2018-19,
CFC in respect on one more coir cluster viz.
Haralakatta in Karnataka, has made operational.

Commercial production and export oriented
activities undergoing in all of these 13 (12+1)
coir clusters.

With respect to all 16 functional clusters
(including 3 inaugurated clusters), an increase
in the overall turnover by 30%, average wages
per person per day by 25-30% and employment
generation by 20-25% occurred during the year.

Production and marketing of value added
competitive products strengthened through
marketing linkages (both domestic and export).

Establishment of new units by converging various
schemes of State and Central Governments
resulting in additional investments in Coir sector
by the cluster members

Some of the functional coir clusters such as
Ethamozhy and Kangayam in Tamil Nadu, Kumta
in Karnataka, Neyyattinkara in Kerala etc. have
started e-commerce activities as part of thematic
interventions through online platforms such as
Amazon, Flipkart etc.

Profound participation of coir clusters in
Domestic Exhibitions such as IITF, Vibrant
Gujarat, Hospitality Expo etc. and International
Exhibitions such as Domotex (Germany), Gardex
(Japan), IECA Expo (USA), IHTF (Holland) etc.

Websites/Web-blogs created for all 41 approved
coir clusters and uploaded DPRs, photographs
&reports on the physical progress achieved so
far etc.

Enrollment of coir artisans into Social Security
Schemes such as Pradhan Manthri Suraksha

etc. in respect of all approved 41 SFURTI coir
clusters.

All 1As/SPVs those who are NGOs have been
registered into NITI AYOG (DARPAN).

Implementing Agencies of all the approved
41 coir clusters have taken great efforts for
registering coir units under the cluster area into
MSME Databank and UDYOG AADHAR.

Swatchh Bharath activities such as awareness
programmes, cleaning drives, construction
& renovation of toilets for ladies and gents,
plantation of trees, creation of water harvesting
system/ponds in the cluster premises/local
Panchayat using coir geo teo-textiles etc.were
carried out successfully in all the clusters.
Massive initiatives were taken by the coir
workers in the clusters for developing Miyawaki
forests using Mulch Mats and Coir Pith with the
assistance of local governing bodies.

A total of 15 new proposals were received by
the Board for setting up of new coir clusters
under the scheme. More emphasis was given
for developing coir clusters in aspirational/tribal
districts of various states/UTs of the country,
where livelihoods of people are very low.

All the 16 functional coir clusters are so keen to
set up Solar Power in their CFCs. The IA/SPVs
of 5 Coir Clusters viz. Palladam, Kangayam,
Pollachi, Dindigul and Madurai in Tamil Nadu
have shown their interest to undertake Solar
Power under RESCO Model in their CFCs.

RIGHT TO INFORMATION (RTI) ACT, 2005

Right to Information (RTI) Act- 2005 is an Act of
the Parliament of India enacted during 2005 to
provide for setting out the practical regime of the
right to information for citizens and replaces the
erstwhile Freedom of information Act, 2002. Under
the provisions of the Act, any citizen of India may
request information from a “public authority” (a body
of Government or “instrumentality of State”) which
is required to reply expeditiously or within thirty
days. The Act also requires every public authority
to computerise their records for wide dissemination
and to proactively disclose certain categories of
information so that the citizens need minimum
recourse to request for information formally. This
law was passed by Parliament on 15 June 2005 and
came fully into force on 12 October 2005.

The RTI Act was continued to be implemented in Coir
Board during the period under report. The proactive
disclosure of schemes and other guidelines issued by
the Government were being carried out scrupulously
by the Board. All the required items to be published
in terms of Section 4 (1)(b) (i) to (xii) of the RTI Act

2005 were placed on the website of the Board at
http://coirboard.gov.in.

Disposal of all the applications/appeals received
under RTI Act, 2005 in the Coir Board were centrally
monitored by the CPIO and two ACPIOs.

At Head Office, Smt.Anitha Kumari, Marketing &
Publicity Officer as Central Public Information Officer
of Coir Board and Shri V C Raghunandanan, Senior
Accounts Officer as Appellate Authorities to entertain
appeals and to pass appropriate orders thereon. All
heads of sub offices had been designated as Central
Public Information Officers in the respective Offices.
This arrangement continued to provide information to
the citizens.

During the period under report 70 applications were
received seeking information under RTI Act. Replies
were furnished to all the applicants, promptly.

Value of factory building and office building are not separately shown in the books of accounts since the
rate of depreciation is same for both.

4. DEPRECIATION

Depreciation is provided on Written Down Value method on the rates consistently applied year after year.
Half of the normal rates are applied on Fixed Assets, which are used for less than 182 days.

5. ACCOUNTING FOR SALES

Sales are net of sales returns, rebate and trade discount.

6. GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES

Market Development Assistance received from Coir Board is treated as revenue.

SEPARATE AUDIT REPORT OF THE COMPTROLLER & AUDITOR
GENERAL OF INDIA ON THE ACCOUNTS OF COIR BOARD FOR
THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2020

1. We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Coir Board, Cochin (The Board) as at 31 March 2020 and
the Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Account for the year ended 31 March 2020
on that date under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions
of Service) Act, 1971 read with Section 17(2) of the Coir Industry Act 1953. These financial statements
include the accounts of units/branches of the Board. These financial statements are the responsibility of
the Boards’ management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based
on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG)
on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting
practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions
with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules and regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-
cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports
separately.

3.  We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether
the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test
basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes
assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable
basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief
were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(i) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Account dealt with by
this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry of Finance, Government of
India.

(i) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been properly maintained
by the Board as required under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's (Duties Powers
& Conditions of Service) Act 1971 read with section 17 (2) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 in so far as
it appears from our examination of such books.

(iv) We further report that:
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(A) CONSOLIDATED BALANCE SHEET
1. Corpus/Capital Fund and Liabilities
1.1 Earmarked/ Endowment Funds (Schedule -3) - ¥ 55.25 Crore

Above is overstated by an amount of ¥ 315.57 lakh being interest earned on unutilized grants lying in bank
accounts of various Earmarked/ Endowment Funds. The same should have been remitted in to the Consolidated
Fund of India in compliance of the rule 230(8) of GFR, 2017.This has resulted in overstatement of Earmarked/
Endowment Funds and understatement of Current Liabilities & Provisions.

1.2 Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule- 7) - ¥ 174.43 crore

Above does not include X 20.54 lakh being expenditure incurred on Market Development Assistance- EP/IC
Scheme during the financial years 2018-19 and 2019-20. Non-creation of provision resulted in understatement
of Current Liabilities & Provisions (X 20.54 lakh), Expenditure on Grants and Subsidy (X 4.39 lakh) and Prior
Period Expenses (X 16.15 lakh).

(B) CONSOLIDATED INCOME & EXPENDITURE
1. Income
1.1 Interest Earned (Schedule - 17) - X 1.86 Crore

Above is overstated by an amount of X 164.38 lakh being interest earned on Grants in Aid deposited in banks in
respect of ‘Assistance to Training Institutions’ and "Coir Vikas Yojana'. The interest earned has been recognized
as Income of the Board instead of depositing the same into Consolidated Fund of India. This has resulted in
overstatement of Excess of Income over Expenditure and understatement of Current Liabilities and Provisions.

2. Expenditure
2.1 Other Administrative Expenses, etc. (Schedule -21): ¥ 23.04 crore

Above does not include ¥ 33.38 lakh being the expenditure incurred under various sub-heads’ pertaining to the
financial year 2019-20. Non-provisioning of the said expenses resulted in understatement of Expenditure for
the current year and Current Liabilities & Provisions.

2.2 Establishment Expenses (Schedule-20): ¥ 205.57 crore - Salaries and wages - X 35.25 crore

Above is understated by an amount of ¥ 0.95 lakh being the expenditure pertaining to the salary of staff of one
showroom for the month of March 2020. Non-provisioning for the said expenses resulted in overstatement of
Excess of Income over Expenditure and understatement of Current Liabilities & Provisions.

(C) GRANTS-IN-AID

The opening balance of Grant-in-aid was ¥ 35.91 crore. During the year grant amounting to ¥ 95.23 crore was
received including Internal & Extra Budgetary Resources (IEBR) and utilization was to the extent of ¥ 84.83
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crore, leaving a balance of ¥ 46.31 crore.

(v) Subjectto our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance sheet and Income
& Expenditure Account/Receipt & Payment Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the
books of accounts.

(vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the
said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts, and
because of the significant matters discussed above and other matters mentioned in Annexure-I1 to this
Audit Report, give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in
India.

‘Publicity Expenses - X 18.50 lakh, Hospitality Expenses - ¥ 5.85 lakh, Printing Charges - ¥ 3.63 lakh,
Advertisement and Publicity - ¥ 2.86 lakh, Professional charges - ¥ 1.20 lakh, Wages of cleaning staff - ¥ 1.05
lakh, Rent, Security, Electricity etc. - ¥ 0.29 lakh.
