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CHAPTER -1

INTRODUCTION

Coir Board was setup, by the Govt. of India under
an Act of Parliament viz., Coir Industry Act, 1953
(45 of 1953) for the development of Coir Industry and
for promotion of domestic as well as export markets of
coir and coir products. This is the Sixty Seventh Annual
Report of Coir Board highlighting various activities and
achievements during the period from 01.04.2020 to
31.03.2021.

FUNCTIONS OF COIR BOARD

The main functions of Coir Board, as laid down under
Section 10 of the Coir Industry Act, 1953, are given
below:

1. It shall be the duty of the Board to promote
by such measures, as it thinks fit, the
development, under the control of the Central
Government, of Coir Industry.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the
provisions of Sub Section (1), the measures
referred to therein may relate to:

a) Promoting exports of coir yarn and coir
products and carrying on propaganda for
that purpose;

b) Regulating, under the supervision of
the Central Government, the production
of husks, coir yarn and coir products
by registering coir spindles and looms
for manufacturing coir products as also
manufacturers of coir products, licensing
exporters of coir, coir yarn and coir products
and taking such other appropriate steps as
may be prescribed;

¢) Undertaking, assisting or encouraging
scientific, technological and economic
research and maintaining and assisting in
the maintenance of one or more research
institutes;

d) Collecting statistics from manufacturers
of, and dealers in, coir products and from
such other persons as may be prescribed,
on any matter relating to coir industry, the
publication of statistics so collected or
portions thereof or extracts there from;

e) Fixing grade standards and arranging,
when necessary, for inspection of fibre, coir
yarn and coir products;

f) Improving the marketing of coconut husk,
coir fibre, coir yarn and coir products in
India and elsewhere and preventing unfair
competition.

g) Setting up or assisting in the setting up of
factories for the producers of coir products
with the aid of power;

h) Promoting  cooperative  organizations
among producers of husks, coir fibre
and coir yarn and manufacturers of coir
products;

i) Ensuring remunerative returns to the
producers of husks, coir fibre and coir yarn
and manufacturers of coir products.

j) Licensing of retting places and warehouses
and otherwise regulating the stocking
and sales of coir fibre, coir yarn and coir
products both for the internal market and
for exports;

k) Advising on all matters relating to the
development of coir industry;

[) Such other matters as may be prescribed.

The Board shall perform its functions under
this Section in accordance with and subject
to such rules as may be made by the Central
Government.




CONSTITUTION OF THE BOARD

Govt. of India had set up Coir Board under an Act of
Parliament viz. Coir Industry Act, 1953 (45 of 1953)
for the development of coir industry and for promotion
of domestic as well as export market of coir and coir
products.

Section.(4) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 empowers
Central Govt. to constitute Coir Board. The Sub
Rule 4 of the Coir Industry Rules 1954 provides the
number of persons to be appointed as members from
each of the categories specified in sub section (3) of
Section 4 of the Act as follows:

(&) Growers of coconut and producers of husks
and coir yarn - 3

(b) Persons engaged in the production
of husks, coir and coir yarn and in the
manufacture of coir products - 3

(c) Manufacturers of coir products - 3

(d) Dealers in cair, coir yarn and coir products
including both exporters and internal
traders - 3

(e) Parliament - 3 (members to be elected by
the Lok Sabha and one to be elected by the
Rajya Sabha)

() The Governments of principal coconut
growing States - 5

(g) Such other persons or class of persons
who in the opinion of Central Govt. ought to
be represented on the Board - 19.

As per Govt. of India vide Gazette Notification No.
S.0. 1019(E) dated 22.02.2019 and S.O. 244(E) dtd.
17.01.2020 reconstituted the Board with 13 Members
for a period 3 years under the category (e), (f) and

(9).

Again, vide Gazette Notification No. S.0.3086(E)
dated 04.08.2020 and S.0.518(E) dtd. 03.02.2021
the Board was reconstituted with 22 more Members
under the category (a),(c),(d),(e) & (g). The list of
Members is annexed as Annexure-l.

Language of the Union.

All the Office Orders, Circulars, etc. coming under
the ambit of Section 3(3) of the Official Language Act
1963 were invariably issued in bilingual form during
the year 2020-21. As stipulated under Rule 5 of
the Official Language Rules 1976, the replies, to the
letters received in Hindi, were given in Hindi itself.

Special efforts were continued in the following
directions:-

° Hands on experience and encouragement
were given to the staff members to work
in Hindi under the Information Technology
enabled environment and to familiarise them
with computer software in Hindi, sending
e-mails, awareness on e-tools developed by
the Department of Official Language, Ministry
of Home Affairs, visit to websites etc.

COIR INDUSTRY-CURRENT STATUS

he Indian Coir Industry is currently undergoing

changes in terms of technologies used,
concentration of units, investment, composition of
export basket, etc. The research and development
activities of Coir Board in association with various
reputed organizations have led to introduction of new
products, machinery, equipments and processing
technologies in coir sector. This has resulted in
better productivity, better income, and better living/
working conditions of workers and over all economic
development of the stakeholders of the industry. Of
late, there has been a proliferation of coir industrial
units in the State of Tamil Nadu due to abundant
availability of the basic raw material of the industry ie.
coconut husk and the increased demand for ‘coir fibre’
/ ‘coir pith’ from the export market. Under the Umbrella
scheme, Coir Vikas Yojana (CVY), Coir Board has been
implementing various sub-schemes for augmenting
investment, enhancing availability of trained personnel,
improving domestic and export market, etc. in coir
sector. Under the scheme of Fund for Regeneration of
Traditional Industries (SFURTI) of the Govt. of India,
Coir Clusters are being established in different coconut
producing States/UTs. This is to pave the way for a
faster growth of the coir industry in the Country. The
recent inclusion of coir industry under the purview of
Prime Minister's Employment Generation Programme
(PMEGP) is also expected to contribute profusely for
the modernisation of the industry. The export market of
coir products has been witnessing major shifts in terms
of the composition of products exported. The export
of traditional products like mats, mattings, carpets
have been showing declining trends and demand for
‘coir pith’, ‘coir fibre’, ‘tufted mats’, etc. are increasing
steadily over the past few years.

ECONOMIC RESEARCH AND STATISTICS

he Economic Research and Statistics wing

continued to function as a supporting system
to the trade as well as other divisions of the Board.
Collection, compilation, analysis and dissemination
of statistical data pertaining to Coir Industry is one
of the major functions assigned to the Coir Board
under the Coir Industry Act 1953. Statistical data
on coconut cultivation, coconut production and
potential of raw material, raw material production,
consumption, utilization and exports are collected,
compiled and published for use of trade as well as
the industry. In order to strengthen the data base and
to up-date the data available with the Board, surveys
on coir industry, with active involvement of coir
producing States and Union Territories are organized
at regular intervals. The Economic Research Section
also collects the details of entrepreneurs engaged

in coir sector and takes up the issues like Tax, GST
etc. with the Customs, State Governments and the
Central Government as and when required.

The Board is also discharging its role as facilitator
for all the stake holders of the Coir Industry. Export
figures are collected from various Ports, compiled and
published regularly. The trade related assistances
are also being rendered to industry, as and when
required.

Export Promotion is one of the thrust areas in the
promotional agenda of Coir Board aimed towards
sustainable development of the Indian coir industry.
Being a traditional and export-oriented industry, any
fluctuations in the export trend have a direct bearing
on this industry and the workforce engaged in it.
The major export promotional tools implemented by
Coir Board in association with trade and industry
are participation in international fairs in India and
abroad on a focus - country/ focus-product basis,
international seminars and conferences, organizing
workshops, undertaking publicity through specialized
trade magazines, extending financial assistance to
entrepreneurs under the International Co-operation
Scheme for various export promotion activities,
encouraging exports and export related activities
by presenting national coir industry awards etc. The
Board is also extending supports of statutory nature
such as grant of registration as exporter, issue of
RCMC, issue of Certificate of Origin etc. in addition to
facilitating the trading community on various aspects

Export Performance of Coir and Coir
Products from India during the year 2020-21

The export of coir and coir products set an all time
high record during the year 2020-21. A total quantity
of 1163213 MT of coir and coir products valued at
Rs.3778.98 crores was exported from the country
during the year 2020-21 as against the export of
988996 MT valued at Rs.2757.90 crores during the
previous year. There is an increase of 17.6% in terms
of quantity and an increase of 37% in terms of value
over the export achieved during the previous year.
The growth rate of 37% in terms of value is the ever
highest growth rate that the export of coir products
has seen. The export target fixed for coir and coir
products by the Ministry of MSME, Government of
India for the year 2020-21 was Rs.3500 crores. The
achievement during the reporting period, which works
out to 108% of the target fixed by the Govt. of India.
Despite the Covid19 pandemic and its restrictions the
export of coir and coir products grown up than else
before.

have registered growth both in terms of quantity and
value, where as coir rugs & carpets and curled coir
shown decline in terms of quantity and value. The
item coir rope shown a decline in terms of quantity
and growth in terms of value. Coir pith with export
earnings of Rs. 1919.74 crores constituted 51% of
the total export of coir products from the country.
The value added items put together constituted 31%
of the total exports. Tufted Mats topped among the
value added products. Tuticorin port accounts for
more than 50% of coir exported from India. Cochin
Port with a share of 36% comes second and Chennai
port with a share of 13% comes third with respect
to the export earnings. Nominal quantities were
exported from Vishakapattanam, Kolkata Mumbai,
Coimbatore, Bengaluru etc.

India and elsewhere is one of the thrust areas
of activities of Coir Board. The Domestic Market
Promotion includes efforts for enhanced sale of coir
products through Board's Showrooms and sales
outlets and also popularizing coir and coir products
by way of organizing participation in exhibitions in
different parts of the country, publicity through audio
and visual media, sales campaign, distribution of
brochures & pamphlets, erection of hoardings etc.

Coir Board had participated in 17 exhibitions,
including virtual and physical exhibitions in different
parts of the country, during the year 2020-21,
expending an amount of Rs. 13.30 lakhs as a
measure for popularization of coir and coir products
in the domestic market. The state wise details of
exhibitions participated during the year 2020-21 is
annexed as Annexure -V.

Market Development Assistance (MDA)

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CHAPTER - VII

SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY

he research wing of Coir Board comprises of
Tthe two research institutes; the Central Coir
Research Institute, Kalavoor in Kerala and the
Central Institute of Coir Technology, Bangalore.
The Central Coir Research Institute, Alleppey was
established in 1959 and the Central Institute of Coir
Technology, in Bangalore in 1978. Innovative R&D on
coir is carried out under the Coir Board by the two
research institutes viz; the Central Coir Research
Institute (CCRI), Kalavoor and Central Institute of Coir
Technology (CICT), Bangalore. The R&D activities of
the Board concentrate in the following areas.

i) Modernization of Production Processes
in coir sector. This starts from extraction
of fibre from husk to manufacturing of value
added products. It includes achieving higher

productivity, enhanced earnings, reduced
drudgery and encouraging eco friendly
processes.

i) Development of Machinery & Equipments.
Design and Development of innovative and
modern machinery to achieve higher productivity,
cost effectiveness and improvement in quality.

i) Product Development & Diversification.
Product Diversification by blending coir with
other natural fibres.

iv) Development of Environment Friendly
Technology. Development of appropriate
technologies for the promotion of eco friendly

production processes and to study the extent of

reduction of carbon emission due to usage of
coir product.

v) Technology transfer, Incubation, Testing &
Service facilities. Establishment of technology
incubation centers for carrying out extension
work, Technology Transfer to entrepreneurs
and the trade, conducting field demonstrations,
technical testing services etc.

During the year under report, the ministry had
released Rs.10.88 Crores for implementing the R&D
programmes under Coir Vikas Yojana.

Extension of the research at the laboratory level
for application at the field level and extension of
testing and service facility are other two main areas
of activity. Research on development of eco-friendly
technologies for utilization of coir pith, development
of new machinery, production of diversified coir
products including handicrafts are being carried out.
Testing and certification of coir and coir products as
per the request from the trade was undertaken at
CCRI.

b) Production of Bioethanol From Coir Pith

Bioethanol has been extracted from coir waste
through the process of fermentation and its
further purification and characterization studies
in this regard are underway.

lll. PRODUCT DEVELOPMENT AND
DIVERSIFICATION

R & D Achievemnts

Product Development and Diversification Department
has made continuous efforts for manufacturing
different diversified coir products with coir fibre, coir
yarn and thin blended yarn.Due to lock down in lieu of
Covid 19 pandemic, it was not in a position to engage
workers for spinning, weaving etc., and could be able
to produce only the following coir products.

Coir Brushes

Coir brushes using the waste cutbits of pvc/ rubber
tufted mats that can be used during the Covid-19
pandemic situation. The cut bit waste of PVC/
Rubber tufted mats after cutting it in required mat
measurements are used for filling in the ponds and
it causes so many environmental problems. These
cut bits can be fixed on a waste wood piece so that
it can be used as a good brush. These can also be
fixed with handles on wooden mops with replaceable
brush portion at the bottom.

Hard Matting of tender coconut yarn

As part of the utilization of tender coconut husks, we
have extracted the fibre with MFEM and spun in to
yarn having a runnage of 100 m/Kg in an Automatic

Spinning Machine. This yarn is woven in to hard
matting in an Anugraha loom. The process behind
this is not a

skill oriented work and it can be a project for northern
states of India. These mattings can be used on the
village roads with clay/black cotton soil for its easy
restoration and vehicle movement. This matting can
also be used for the protection of bunds in the paddy
fields.

IV DEVELOPMENT OF ENVIRONMENT
FRIENDLY TECHNOLOGIES:

Research Studies

Centre of Excellence (CoE) for Coir and other Natural
Fibers towards Sustainable Infrastructure and
Product Development with IIT Madras.

Coir Board has signed an MoU with IIT Madras on
27.04.2020 for establishing a Centre of Excellence
on “Application of coir exclusively or in combination
with other natural fibres. The financial assistance
provided by Coir Board for the establishment of the
Centre of Excellence is Rs.198.46 lakhs towards
the running costs of CoE which include staff salary,
infrastructure development at the CoE, programme
expenses (training), travel of the scientists for work
connected with the CoE and contingencies initially for
a period of 2 years. Research Projects will be taken
up by CoE as part of this CoE.

The CoE will provide support to Coir Board in the
following areas

° Supporting the development of coir products &
relevant technology and evolving standards for
production and processing.

° Identifying, awarding, evaluating and monitoring
research projects with the approval of Coir
Board.

° Providing necessary assistance in the selection
of scientific and technical personnel for the Coir
Board and their associated laboratories and other
requirements those required from time to time.

° Mentoring Coir Board’'s research institutes/
laboratories.

° Helping in capacity building by way of
organising tailor made training programs and
technical seminars and workshops.

° Assiting in generating intellectual property
rights and technology transfer.

R & D Activities

° Studies were carried out to improve the flame
retardancy characteristics of the rubberised coir
by different treatments and tested at CIPET,
Hyderabad (the RDSO recognized laboratory).

COIR BOARD

As the result of the studies conducted the
properties could be improved to a greater
extent compared to the untreated one.

° Studies were carried out at Coir Fed, Alleppey
rubberized coir factory with modified flame
retardant treatments under factory atmosphere
to compare the improvements in the results in
the factory atmosphere. The modified samples
were sent to CIPET, Hyderabad for testing as
per RDSO standards.

° Testing of coir non woven stitched composite
geotextile samples were being carried out
for the preparation of set of data required for
preparing the draft specification for coir non
woven stitched composite geotextiles.

° 49 Nos. of coir and coir products were tested as
per the requirement of the industry and issued
certificate. An amount of Rs.2,25,003/- has
been realized as revenue.

Webinar - Coir Georoad 2020 on 19.08.2020

Coir Board has organized a Webinar — Coir Geo road
2020 on 19.08.2020 for technology dissemination
of Coir Geotextiles in Rural road construction. The
targeted participants of the webinar were the PMGSY
engineers and RRDA Engineers of the Seven
States for extension of the Coir geotextiles in the
Construction of Rural Roads PMGSY -lll ie, Kerala,
Tamilnadu, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Guijarat,
Odisha and Maharashtra.

The webinar was inaugurated by Shri, Sudhir Garg,
Joint Secretary, Ministry of MSME & Chairman,
Coir Board. Shri. IK Pateria, Director, NRIDA and
Secretary, Coir Board delivered key note address.
Three papers were presented on the topics

Indian Roads Congress Guidelines on
use of Coir geotextiles for rural roads

The 221% midterm council of IRC has approved the
draft guidelines on use of coir geotextiles for roads.
The council has suggested modifying the drafts as
per guidelines for roads instead of low volume rural
roads. The panel Chairman Dr. Samson Mathew
made a presentation before the council on the draft
guidelines and it will be published after the making
the modifications suggested by the council.

Coir Board prepared and handed over 350 nos of
handmade paper to the Postal Department, Govt.of
India for releasing an eco friendly special cover on
Indian coir made out of handmade paper developed
by CCRI using the newly developed technology.The
cover was released by Shri.Pradiptakumar Bisoy,
Secretary (Posts) & Chairman of the Postal Services
Board, New Delhi and handed over to Shri. V.
Rajarajan, Chief Postmaster General, Kerala Circle,
Trivandrum. The special cover was conveyed by a
postman in a country boat, which was the traditional

mode of conveying coir goods in olden days.

a) Performance of the Pilot Scale Laboratory (PSL) for Pithplus & Biochem/Testing in CCRI/CICT/RO Pollachi,
Rajahmundry & Bhubaneswar

The production of PITHPLUS and Biochem are being continued in the Pilot Scale Laboratory at CCRI/CICT/RO
Pollachi, Rajahmundry & Bhubaneswar. Testing of the Coir pith / Coir fibre samples received for microbiological
and other physical and chemical parameters are also being conducted. The Pilot Scale Laboratory extends
PITHPLUS & BIOCHEM to the coir entrepreneurs from the coir industry. Details of production & sale in the PSL

MARKETING AND PUBLICITY

ne of the major activities of the Board is to give
Oample publicity for the promotion of coir and coir
products in the domestic market and popularisation
of the schemes and services of the Board through
various publicity programmes. The total expenditure
incurred during the year 2020-2021 for this activity
was Rs. 225.47 lakhs. The following were the major
publicity programmes implemented by the Board
during the period under report:-

Television | Radio Publicity

The Board telecast advertisements through
AIR. Considering the wide reach and rate
competitiveness, the Board also undertook publicity
through Doordharsan. Social media publicity was
also undertaken very effectively.

Spot Publicity/Sales Campaign

Special publicity programmes were also arranged in
connection with sales campaigns, festivals etc. The
Showroom Managers and the heads of Sub Offices
were allowed to release advertisements in local
newspapers and television channels during the period
for the promotion of coir products and its applications
and also the Schemes and Services of the Board.

HINDUSTAN COIR

Introduction

industan Coir, a power loom coir matting

manufacturing unit, functioning under the Coir
Board, which was established in the year 1969 having
5 imported power looms with 58 workers as a part of
modernisation / mechanisation in the Coir Industry.
Later on, one more loom was installed and functioned
with two shift system for the production of quality
power loom matting using the existing infrastructure
available at the unit, especially the looms which were
imported during its commencement. Since, 2009,
the factory was introduced single shift system with
26 employees and thereafter the staff strength has
gradually been minimised. At present this unit is
functioning with 10 employees including 5 factory
workers, 2 mechanical staff, 1 Head Jobman, 1
showroom staff and 1 Section Officer as Officer-in-
Charge.

As per the directions received, the production of
Hindustan Coir matting has been stopped w.e.f
31.03.2016. During the year 2014, Hindustan Coir has
set up a Souvenir shop adjacent to the International
Coir Museum of Coir Board at Kalavoor and various
types of coir and other handicraft items are being
sold through this shop to the visitors of museum as
an awareness and promotion programme of Coir
Handicraft items.

Production

Hindustan Coir is capable for production of coir
matting in several attractive patterns with various
colour schemes. At present only 2 matting looms and
1 loom suitable to weave geo-textiles are ready for
production and 3 looms are under repair and could
not be taken any production. During the year under
report, the factory could not engage any production.

Marketing

During the year 2020-21, this factory could make a
total sale of Hindustan Coir Matting through Board’s
Show Rooms worth Rs.28,933.20 against Rs.2.66
lakhs during the previous year.

On promotional basis, Hindustan Coir is purchasing
coir products and Coir Handicrafts items from the
various coir manufactures as well as the products
manufactured in the Board’s National level Training
Institute at Kalavoor and selling through the Souvenir
shop of the International Coir Museum, Kalavoor. The
total sales through Souvenir shop for the period from
01.04.2020 to 31.03.2021 is Rs.2,87,917.00 against
the previous year sale of Rs. 16.26 lakhs.The sale
through Souvenir shop has decreased considerably
last year as the Coir Museum could not be opened
due to the Pandemic situation of Covid-19 for 9
months as per the instruction from the Govt. of Kerala.

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

oir Industry is a labour intensive and export
Coriented industry employing more than seven
lakhs of artisans in the lower group of the society.
The decentralized operations in the Coir Industry
without adequate training of spinners and weavers
have been posing problems particularly for ensuring
the desired level of quality in the ultimate products.
Inferior quality may ultimately turnout to be
detrimental to the concerted efforts towards overall
development of the industry and also its survival,
particularly being a traditional industry. Under the
Skill Development Scheme different activities viz.
Training on Value Added Products Manufacturing,
Mahila Coir Yojana, Entrepreneurship Development
Programme, Awareness Programme, Workshop,
Exposure Tour and Seminar being undertaken by
Coir Board through Regional Offices/Sub Regional
Offices/Other Implementing Offices/Field Training
Centres, etc were continued during the period under
report. The physical and financial achievements
under the scheme for the financial year 2020-21 is
attached in Annexure -VI

A. SKILL UPGRADATION
PROGRAMMES & MAHILA COIR
YOJANA

Training

Skilled manpower development through “Training” is
one of the major activities of the Board. The proposal
of the Board for NSQF alignment for its two regular
training programmes viz. Advanced Training Course
and Artisans Training Course have been approved by
NSDA under the Ministry of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship. The training courses have been

renamed as Diploma Course in Coir Technology and
Certificate Course of Coir Artisan in Coir Technology
respectively. The Board has initiated action to
conduct the said training programmes as per the
NSQF standards through its training centres w.e.f.
1st January 2019. Also, short-term trainings in coir
spinning and manufacturing of various value added
coir products including handicrafts and jewellery are
conducted through field training centres under the
Scheme “Skill Upgradation”. Hostel facilities for the
women trainees are available in the National Coir
Training & Design Centre, Kalavoor, Alleppey.

During the year 2020-21, the Board has imparted
training to 7112 Coir Artisans in spinning of Coir Yarn
& Value Added Products manufacturing. The state-
wise details of training conducted are as follows:

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As per the guidelines issued by the Ministry, the
Stipend was paid to the trainees @ Rs. 3,000/- per
head per month. An amount @ Rs.400/- per trainee
per month was paid to the sponsoring agency as
institutional expenses/operational expenses in order
to meet the operational cost of the training including
raw material, power charges and other incidental
expenses. Honorarium @ Rs.15,000/- per month is
being paid to the Trainers engaged for conducting the
classes.

Mahila Coir Yojana

Under the scheme, two months training is given
exclusively for women. This is intended to provide
self employment to rural women artisans in coir
producing regions of the country. Over the last two
decades, production of coir fibre has substantially
increased in India. Conversion of coir fibre into yarn on
motorized/electronic ratt in rural households provides
scope for large scale employment, improvement in
productivity and quality of coir fibre, better working
conditions and higher income, which ultimately leads
to the improvement of standard of living of rural
woman artisans. The trained women artisans will
be encouraged to avail financial assistance under
PMEGP Scheme for procuring machines/equipments
for setting up of new coir units. The maximum project
cost under the PMEGP Scheme is up to 25 lakhs, as
per the existing operational guidelines.

During the period under report, 3591 women were
imparted skill training exclusively in coir spinning
under the MCY programme.

Entrepreneurship Development
Programme (EDP)

The EDPs are conducted for the benefits of
entrepreneurs in Coir sector. This is being done by
engaging Professional agency, which has expertise
in the field of coir activities. On engagement, the
Board enters into an agreement with the agency
for organizing the EDPs. The agency shall invite
prospective entrepreneurs through regional level

press advertisements. The agency will outsource
faculty for conducting technical sessions as per the
norms prescribed by Coir Board. A field visit to a
nearby coir processing centre will be organized at
the end of the EDP funded with 50% assistance on
travelling expenses.

The duration of the EDP will be three days covering
the following sessions:

During the period under report, the Board conducted
19 EDPs through its Regional and Sub Regional
Offices.

Seminar and Workshop

Unlike previous years, the Seminars were converted
into Webinars due to the impact of Covid-19 pandemic.
During the reporting period upto 31.03.2021, the
Board conducted 29 Nos. of National/Regional
Webinars on different topics related to coir & coir
industry, various schemes being implemented by
Coir Board including PMEGP, SFURTI, MSE-CDP
etc., with participation of more than 35000 Nos. of




participants. The Webinars were conducted through
virtual platforms and the same were shared through
the social media like Twitter, Facebook & YouTube.

The Board has also conducted 21 Nos. of Workshops
in various States through Board’s Regional/Sub
Regional Offices during the period under report, to
disseminate the schemes implemented by the Board
to Coir Entrepreneurs.

Exposure Tour and Awareness
Programme

Exposure tours are organized for the benefit of
prospective Entrepreneurs and Artisans of coir
processing centres to visit other coir units and coir
producing centers to know about the functioning of the
units therein and also to understand various methods
of production of coir and coir products. During the year
2020-2021, 26 Nos. of Awareness Programmes were
organised for the general public. These programmes
help a pivotal role in creating awareness among
prospective entrepreneurs for setting up of coir based
units for optimum utilization of coconut husk available
in the country.

Regular Training Programmes

The Board is being conducted two regular training
programmes viz. Certificate Course of Coir Artisan in
Coir Technology (six months duration) and Diploma
Course in Coir Technology (one year duration) under
the Scheme through the following training institutes
and Training Centres attached to two Regional
Offices.

1. National Coir Training & Design Centre, Kalavoor,
Kerala (Established in 1965)

2. Regional Extension Centre (REC), Thanjavur,
Tamil Nadu (Established in1983)

3. Regional Office, Bhubaneswar

4. Regional Office, Rajahmundry

Both the regular training courses of the Board were
aligned under National Skill Qualification Framework

COIR BOARD

(NSQF). ie, Certificate Course of Coir Artisan in Coir
Technology at NSQF Level-3 and Diploma Course in
Coir Technology at NSQF Level-4. The batch size of
Certificate Course is 20 and that of Diploma course
is 40 respectively.

Until the year 2019, the one year Diploma Course
in Coir Technology was conducted only at NCT&DC
and the six months Certificate Course of Coir
Artisan in Coir Technology was conducted at RO
Bhubaneswar and REC Thanjavur, in addition to
NCT&DC. However, with a prime focus to create
more employment opportunities in the coir sector
across the country, the Board accorded approval for
conducting both the NSQF aligned regular training
programmes viz. Certificate Course of Coir Artisan
in Coir Technology and Diploma Course in Coir
Technology, in other three Training Centres also viz.
REC Thanjavur, Regional Office - Rajahmundry and
Regional Office -Bhubaneswar, inadditiontoNCT&DC
and subsequently, from the year 2019 onwards, the
said three training centres of the Board commenced
the regular training courses along with the field level
training programmes. In addition to the aforesaid two
NSQF aligned regular training programmes and field
level trainings, Orientation Training Courses of short
duration are also being conducted in Board'’s training
institutes, training centres and SFURTI Clusters
based on the requirement from the stakeholders/
artisans.

Now that, due to the outbreak of COVID-19
pandemic, the Board’s training centres could not
commence/conduct the training programmes in full
fledged manner for the FY 2020-21. Eventhough the
pandemic and subsequent lockdown brought down a
tremendous impact on the coir development activities
throughout the country, the Board has continued to
conduct the skill training programmes (both regular
and field level) through its field offices.

A total of 33 trainees have been successfully trained
through the regular training courses conducted by
the Board during the year. The number of candidates
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trained under regular training programmes on various coir-processing activities through NCT&DC-Kalavoor,
REC-Thanjavur, RO-Bhubaneswar and RO-Rajahmundry during the FY 2020-21 are as given below.

PRIME MINISTER’S EMPLOYMENT GENERATION
PROGRAMME (PMEGP)

s part of rationalization of the ongoing plan
Aprogrammes under the Ministry of MSME, the
Coir Udyami Yojana (CUY) has been integrated
with the Prime Minister’'s Employment Generation
Programme (PMEGP) during March, 2018. As per the
revised operational guidelines of the Prime Minister’s
Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP)
approved by the Ministry of MSME vide Office
Memorandum  No.PMEGP/Policy/5/2017  dated
27.03.2018, the Coir Board had been designated
as an agency for implementing the Scheme in Coir
Sector.

PMEGP is a credit linked subsidy scheme. The
scheme aims to generate employment opportunities
in rural as well as in urban areas of the country
through setting up of new micro enterprises. The
scheme also aims to bring together widely dispersed
traditional artisans/ rural and urban unemployed
youth and give them self-employment opportunities
to the extent possible, at their own places. Khadi and
Village Industries Commission (KVIC) is the single
nodal agency at the National level. Coir Board has
been included as an implementing agency under
PMEGP for identifying coir projects, for their setting
up under the scheme. Coir projects with maximum
cost up to Rs.25.00 lakhs in Manufacturing Sector
and Rs.10.00 lakhs in Business/Service Sector
are eligible for assistance under the Scheme. The
Scheme provides subsidy at the rate of 25% of the
project cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas
to the General Categories and 35% in rural areas
and 25% in urban areas to the Special Categories,
which includes SC/ST/ OBC/Minorities/Women/

Physically Handicapped/ Ex-servicemen, NER, Hill
and Border areas. The beneficiary contribution will
be 10% of the project cost for General Category and
5% for the Special Category. The balance amount of
the total project cost will be provided by the Bank as
term loan. The assistance under the Scheme will be
made available through all 27 Public Sector Banks,
Regional Rural Banks, Co-operative Banks as well
as Private Sector Scheduled Commercial Banks
approved by State Level Task Force Committee
headed by Principal Secretary (Industries)/
Commissioner (Industries) and Small Industries
Development Bank of India (SIDBI). The Scheme
is open to individuals, SHGs, Institutions registered
under Societies Registration Act, 1860, Production
Cooperative Societies and Charitable Trusts.

The Board has beenincluded for identifying Coir units,
for their setting up under PMEGP, their handholding
and mentoring. Since 1st April, 2018 only, the Board
has been implementing the Scheme in Coir Sector.
For the year 2018-19 & 2019-20, the Ministry had
allocated a target of setting up of 1000 coir units each
and 2020-21 is 1100 coir units under the Scheme to
the Board. In order to achieve the target fixed, the
Board had instructed all the Field Offices of the Board
to collect maximum number of applications from
the intended entrepreneurs and also to pursue with
the DICs, Co-operative Societies, SHGs etc. in the
states concerned. So far the Ministry of MSME has
not allocated any fund to Coir Board under PMEGP.

During the FY 2020-21, Coir Board had received 1139
nos. of applications through PMEGP e-portal. Out of




this 1007 nos. of applications had been forwarded
to the Banks for considering loan sanction under the
scheme. From this, the Banks sanctioned loans to
232 nos. of coir projects only and further the KVIC
released margin money of Rs.707.97 lakhs only to
164 nos. of coir projects. Subsidy/Margin Money has
been released by the KVIC, the Nodal Agency for
PMEGP through the concerned leading banks.

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CHAPTER - X1V

SCHEME OF FUND FOR REGENERATION OF
TRADITIONAL INDUSTRIES (SFURTI)

Traditional Industries play a vital role in changing
the dimensions of socio-economical growth of
our nation. This sector not only provide large-scale
employment opportunities at comparatively lower
capital cost, but also helps in industrialization of
rural & backward areas, thereby reducing regional
imbalances, assuring more equitable distribution
of income and wealth. The eco-friendly products
of traditional industries have great potential for
growth in production and export developing niche
products for domestic and export markets. As the
demand for these zero-pollution products increased
tremendously, huge scope for their promotion and
value additions are explored and this ultimately
results in the improvements of livelihoods of poor
artisans whose skill sets are profoundly driving up
the industry.

With a view to make the traditional industries
more productive and competitive and facilitating
their sustainable development, the Govt. of India
announced a Central Sector Scheme titled the
“Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional
Industries (SFURTI)". This scheme is providing Gol
assistance of up to 90% of the total project cost
(wherein 10% beneficiary contribution), which will
be beneficial in sectors like coir, where financial
capacity of stakeholders is very low. The scheme
is implemented by the Ministry of Micro, Small
and Medium Enterprises through its organizations
(KVIC & Coir Board) in collaboration with the
State Government, their organizations and Non-
Government Organizations (NGOs). Coir Board is

acting as the Nodal Agency for the implementation
of scheme in coir sector.

The main objective of the scheme is to make the
traditional industries more competitive, market
driven, productive, profitable and capable of
providing sustainable employment for traditional
industry artisans and rural entrepreneurs. The
scheme envisages provision of Common Facility
Centres (CFC) and improved tools and equipments
for artisans to promote optimum utilization of
infrastructure facilities. It also focuses for setting up
of multi- product clusters with integrated value chain
and a strong market driven approach for viability and
long term sustainability of the cluster.

The scheme also provide easiness for coir workers
to build up traditional skills, improved technologies,
advanced  processes, design interventions,
improvised packaging, market intelligence and
new models of public-private partnerships, so as to
gradually replicate similar models of cluster-based
regenerated traditional industries.

The Ministry of MSME has so far accorded final
approval for 40 coir clusters under Scheme of Fund
for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI)
with a total budgetary allocation of Rs. 142.15 Cr.,
where Gol grant is Rs.117.05 Cr. These approved 40
coir clusters comprises of 2 Heritage, 20 Major, 10
Mini and 8 Regular clusters. Out of which, 14 nos.
are located in Tamil Nadu, 4 in Kerala, 8 in Karnataka
5 in Odisha,3 in Andhra Pradesh, 2 each in Gujarat
& Maharashtra and 1 each in UT of Andaman &
Nicobar Islands and West Bengal. The Ministry




has so far released an amount of Rs.112.22 Cr. for
the implementation of the scheme. The physical
& financial progress of the same are annexed as
Annexure-VIl A & VII B respectively.

The implementation of SFURTI activities are
progressing in all coir clusters. Out of 40 clusters 18
coir clusters were inaugurated and started production,
viz.  Kangayam, Palladam, Dindigal, Salem,
Thirunelveli, Pollachi, Madurai, Dharmapuri and
Ethamozhy in Tamilnadu, Neyyattinkara, Balussery,
Harippad and Ambalappuzha in Kerala, Kumta and
Harlakatta in Karnataka, Samvedana in Gujarath,
Pendur in Maharashtra and Vizianagaram in Andhra
Pradesh. Now 3 more coir clusters in Odisha have
been completed and ready for inauguration viz.
Raghunath, Radharani and Konark. The Board
has given instructions to complete the CFCs of the
remaining clusters by the end of June 2021. But due
to COVID-19 few clusters will be able to complete by
one or two months after June 2021.

The functional clusters have started exports and
commercial production of coir products such as coir
needled felt, garden articles, coir yarn, geo-textiles &
mattings, coir pith block, pith compost etc.

Till date, the Ministry of MSME has released an
amount of Rs.112.22 Crores. as Gol grant for
implementation of 40 SFURTI coir clusters during
the financial years 2015-16, 2016-17,2018-19,2019-
20 & 2020-21 respectively. Out of which, the Ministry
has released Rs.29.30 Crores exclusively during
the year 2020-21 for implementation of the scheme.
Out of the total release of Rs.112.22 Crores, the
Board has so far released Rs.78.57 Crores to the
Implementing  Agencies/Technical Agencies of
the clusters, till 315t March 2021, for implementing
the activities prescribed in the DPRs such as
setting up of Common facility Centres (CFC) and
IA office, procurement of machineries, conducting
Soft Interventions such as marketing initiatives,
awareness programmes etc. Subsequent releases
are being considered by the Board on the basis of
progressive utilization and rendering of Utilization
Certificates (UCs) and statement of accounts by the
respective Implementing Agencies.

Enrolled coir artisans into Social Security
Schemes such as Pradhan Manthri Suraksha
BhimaYojana (PMSBY), Pradhan Mantri Jeevan
Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY), Jan DhanYojana
etc. in respect of all approved 40 SFURTI coir
clusters.

All 1As/SPVs those who are NGOs have been
registered into NITI AYOG (DARPAN Portal).

Implementing Agencies of all the approved
40 coir clusters have taken great efforts for
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registering coir units under the cluster area into
MSME Databank and UDYOG AADHAR.

Swatchh Bharath activities such as awareness
programmes, cleaning drives, construction
& renovation of toilets for ladies and gents,
plantation of trees, creation of water harvesting
system/ponds in the cluster premises/local
Panchayat using coir geo teo-textiles etc. were
carried out successfully in all the clusters.

A total of 52 new proposals were received by
the Board for setting up of new coir clusters
under the scheme. More emphasis was given

for developing coir clusters in aspirational / tribal
districts of various states/UTs of the country,
where livelihoods of people are very low.

All the 18 functional coir clusters are so keen to
set up Solar Power in their CFCs. The IA/SPVs
of 5 Coir Clusters viz. Palladam, Kangayam,
Pollachi, Dindigul and Madurai in Tamil Nadu
have shown their interest to undertake Solar
Power under RESCO Model in their CFCs.

All clusters are in the way to implement LEAN
manufacturing techniques.

The balance amount of the total project cost will be
provided by the Bank as term loan. The maximum
project cost admissible for setting up of coir unit under
the Scheme is Rs.25.00 lakhs for Manufacturing
Sector and Rs.10.00 lakhs for Business/Service
Sector.

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CHAPTER —XVIII

RIGHT TO INFORMATION (RTI) ACT, 2005

Right to Information (RTI) Act- 2005 is an Act of
the Parliament of India enacted during 2005 to
provide for setting out the practical regime of the
right to information for citizens and replaces the
erstwhile Freedom of information Act, 2002. Under
the provisions of the Act, any citizen of India may
request information from a “public authority” (a body
of Government or “instrumentality of State”) which
is required to reply expeditiously or within thirty
days. The Act also requires every public authority
to computerise their records for wide dissemination
and to proactively disclose certain categories of
information so that the citizens need minimum
recourse to request for information formally. This law
was passed by Parliament on 15" June 2005 and
came fully into force on 12" October 2005.

The RTI Act was continued to be implemented in Coir
Board during the period under report. The proactive
disclosure of schemes and other guidelines issued by
the Government were being carried out scrupulously
by the Board. All the required items to be published
in terms of Section 4 (1)(b) (i) to (xii) of the RTI Act

2005 were placed on the website of the Board at
http://coirboard.gov.in.

Disposal of all the applications/appeals received
under RTI Act, 2005 in the Coir Board were centrally
monitored by the CPIO and two ACPIOs.

At Head Office, Smt.Anitha Kumari, Marketing
& Publicity Officer was designated as Central
Public Information Officer of Coir Board and Shri
V C Raghunandanan, Senior Accounts Officer as
Appellate Authority to entertain appeals and to pass
appropriate orders thereon. All heads of sub offices
had been designated as Central Public Information
Officers in the respective Offices.This arrangement
continued to provide information to the citizens.

During the period under report 45 applications were
received seeking information under RTI Act. Replies
were furnished to all the applicants, promptly.

Quarterly reports in respect of RTI Act 2005 were
uploaded in the portal of Central Information
Commission www.cic.gov.in.

1.1 The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention, unless otherwise
stated and on the accrual method of accounting except subscription, interest on subscription,
interest on Government Securities in Provident fund Account and interest paid to Govt.

SEPARATE AUDIT REPORT OFTHE COMPTROLLER AND AUDITOR
GENERAL OF INDIA ON THE ACCOUNTS OF COIR BOARD FOR THE
YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2021

1. We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Coir Board, Kochi (The Board) as at 31 March, 2021
and the Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended 31 March,
2021 on that date under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and
Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with Section 17(2) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953. These financial
statements include the accounts of units/branches of the Board. These financial statements are the
responsibility of the Board’s management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial
statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG)
on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting
practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions
with regard to compliance with the law, rules and regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-
cum-performance aspects, etc., if any are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit Reports
separately.

3.  We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether
the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test
basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as
well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a
reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:

()  We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and
belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(i)  The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with
by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry of Finance, Government
of India.

(iif)  In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been properly maintained
by the Board as required under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties Powers
& Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with section 17(2) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 in so far
as it appears from our examination of such books.

(iv)  We further report that:
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A. CONSOLIDATED BALANCE SHEET

1. Corpus/Capital Fund and Liabilities

1.1 Earmarked/Endowment funds(Schedule 3) - ¥58.34 crore

For setting up of EcoLabs under the Scheme of Assistance to Training Institutions a separate fund 0f316.98crore
was earmarked. Out of which, ¥6.75crore was given as advance to CPWD. However, the entire amount of
%16.98crore was incorrectly accounted as utilised instead of accounting 36.75 crore as Advance to CPWD and
balance ¥10.23 crore inBank Account since these funds were only transferred and not actually utilised. This
resulted in understatement of Earmarked funds by ¥16.98 crore and corresponding understatement of Bank
Account and Current Assets by X10.23 crore and 6.75 crore respectively.

2. Assets

2.1 Current Assets, Loans, Advances etc.(Schedule 11) - ¥127.26 crore

Current Assets — Bank Balances with Scheduled Banks - 364 crore

The above head does notinclude Bank Accounts opened in the name of Coir Board and operated by showrooms
and Head Office for centralised collection accountfor transactions in respect of consignment sales. As these
accounts were in the name of Coir Board represented by its Secretary, the balances appearing therein should
have been taken into books of accounts of the Board with corresponding payables to parties so as to have a
complete recognition of assets and liabilities of the Board.This resulted in understatement of Current Assets
with corresponding understatement of Current Liabilities by ¥2.31 crore in respect of 26 showrooms and one
centralised collection account with Head Office.

B. CONSOLIDATED INCOME AND EXPENDITURE ACCOUNT
1. Expenditure

1.1 Other Administrative Expenses etc. (Schedule 21) -330.56 crore

The above does not include X1.51 crore being expenses incurred but not provided during 2020-21.
This resulted in understatement of ‘Other Administrative Expenses’ and ‘Excess of Expenditure
over Income’ by ¥1.51 crore. Consequently, Current Liabilities and Provisions is also understated
by ¥1.51 crore.

1.2 Expenditure on Grants, Subsidies etc (Schedule 22) - 314.33 Crore

The above head includes %3.25 crore beingthe amount paid to Government of Kerala towards
Market Development Assistance during 2020-21. The Board did not set off the expenditure against
the existing liability for thesame.This resulted in overstatement of ‘Excess of Expenditure over
Income’and Current Liabilities and Provisions by ¥3.25 crore each.
