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INTRODUCTION

Coir Board was setup, by the Govt. of India under an
Act of Parliament viz., Coir Industry Act, 1953 (45 of
1953) for the development of Coir Industry and for
promotion of domestic as well as export markets of
coir and coir products. This is the Sixty Ninth Annual
Report of Coir Board highlighting various activities
and achievements during the period from 01.04.2022
t031.03.2023.

Functions of Coir Board

The main functions of Coir Board, as laid down under
Section 10 of the Coir Industry Act, 1953, are given
below:

1 It shall be the duty of the Board to promote by

such measures, as it thinks fit, the development,

under the control of the Central Government, of

Coir Industry.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the
provisions of Sub Section (1), the measures
referred to therein may relate to:

(a) Promoting exports of coir yarn and coir
products and carrying on propaganda for
that purpose;

(b) Regulating, under the supervision of the
Central Government, the production of
husks, coir yarn and coir products by
registering coir spindles and looms for
manufacturing coir products as also
manufacturers of coir products, licensing
exporters of coir, coir yarn and coir products
and taking such other appropriate steps as
may be prescribed;

(¢) Undertaking, assisting or encouraging
scientific, technological and economic

research and maintaining and assisting in the
maintenance of one or more research
institutes;

Collecting statistics from manufacturers of,
and dealers in, coir products and from such
other persons as may be prescribed, on any
matter relating to coir industry, the
publication of statistics so collected or
portions thereof or extracts there from;
Fixing grade standards and arranging, when
necessary, for inspection of fibre, coir yarn
and coir products;

Improving the marketing of coconut husk,
coir fibre, coir yarn and coir products in
India and elsewhere and preventing unfair
competition.

(g) Setting up or assisting in the setting up of

factories for the producers of coir products
with the aid of power;

(h) Promoting cooperative organizations among

producers of husks, coir fibre and coir yarn
and manufacturers of coir products;

(i) Ensuring remunerative returns to the

producers of husks, coir fibre and coir yarn
and manufacturers of coir products.

(j) Licensing of retting places and warehouses

and otherwise regulating the stocking and
sales of coir fibre, coir yarn and coir
products both for the internal market and for
exports;

Advising on all matters relating to the
development of coir industry;

(I) Such other matters as may be prescribed.

3. The Board shall perform its functions under this
Section in accordance with and subject to such rules
as may be made by the Central Government.

Constitution of the Board

Section.(4) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 empowers
Central Govt. to constitute Coir Board. As per Rule 4
of the Coir Industry Rules, 1954 the number of
persons to be appointed as members from each of the
categories specified in sub section (3) of Section 4 of
the Actis as follows:

(a) Growers of coconut and producers of husks
and coiryarn-3

(b) Persons engaged in the production of husks,
coir and coir yarn and in the manufacture of

coir products-3

(¢) Manufacturers of coir products - 3

(d) Dealers in coir, coir yarn and coir products
including both exporters and internal traders - 3

(e) Parliament - 3 (2 members to be elected by the
Lok Sabha and one to be elected by the Rajya

Sabha)

(f) The Governments of principal coconut

growing States - 5
(g) Such other persons or class of persons who in

the opinion of Central Govt. ought to be
represented on the Board - 19.

Vigilance Activities

The Indian Coir Industry is currently undergoing
changes in terms of technologies used, concentration
of units, investment, composition of export basket,
etc. The research and development activities of Coir
Board in association with various reputed
organizations have led to introduction of new
products, machinery, equipments and processing
technologies in coir sector. This has resulted in better
productivity, better income, and better
living/working conditions of workers and over all
economic development of the stakeholders of the
industry. Of late, there has been a proliferation of coir
industrial units in the State of Tamil Nadu due to
abundant availability of the basic raw material of the
industry ie. coconut husk and the increased demand
for ‘coir fibre’ / ‘coir pith’ from the export market.
Under the Umbrella scheme, Coir Vikas Yojana
(CVY), Coir Board has been implementing various
sub-schemes for augmenting investment, enhancing
availability of trained personnel, improving
domestic and export market, etc. in coir sector.
Under the scheme of Fund for Regeneration of
Traditional Industries (SFURTI) of the Govt. of
India, Coir Clusters are being established in different
coconut producing States/UTs. This is to pave the
way for a faster growth of the coir industry in the
Country. The recent inclusion of coir industry under
the purview of Prime Minister’s Employment
Generation Programme (PMEGP) is also expected
to contribute profusely for the modernisation of the
industry.

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CHAPTER - IV

ECONOMIC RESEARCH AND STATISTICS

The Economic Research and Statistics wing
continued to function as a supporting system to the
trade as well as other divisions of the Board.
Collection, compilation, analysis and dissemination
of statistical data pertaining to Coir Industry are of the
major functions assigned to the Coir Board under the
Coir Industry Act 1953. Statistical data on coconut
cultivation, coconut production and potential of raw
material, raw material production, consumption,
utilization and exports are collected, compiled and
published for use of trade as well as the industry. In
order to strengthen the data base and to up-date the
data available with the Board, surveys on coir
industry, with active involvement of coir producing
States and Union Territories are organized at regular
intervals. The Economic Research and Statistics

section also collects the details of entrepreneurs
engaged in coir sector and takes up the issues like Tax,
GST etc. with the Customs, State Governments and
the Central Government as and when required.

The Board is also discharging its role as facilitator for
all the stake holders of the Coir Industry. Export
figures are collected from various Ports, compiled
and published regularly. The trade related assistances
are also being rendered to the coir industry, as and
when required.

These programs include participation in international
fairs, both in India and abroad, with a specific focus
on target countries and products. The Coir Board also
organizes international seminars, conferences, and
workshops to enhance knowledge exchange and
networking opportunities. Additionally, the Board
undertakes publicity through specialized trade

magazines and provide financial assistance to

entrepreneurs through the International Co-operation
Scheme for various export promotion activities.
Recognizing excellence, the Board encourages
exports and export-related activities by presenting

national coir industry awards.

Moreover, the Coir Board provides statutory support
by granting registration as an exporter, issuing
RCMC (Registration Cum Membership Certificate),
and issuing Certificates of Origin. The Board also
facilitate the trading community by offering guidance
on taxation, shipping, and incentive schemes under
the Foreign Trade Policy. These comprehensive
efforts have contributed to enhancing the global
competitiveness of the coir industry.

Review of Export of Coir and Coir
Products from India (2022-23)

The export of coir and coir products from the country
continued to maintain the trajectory growth inspite
of adverse situation like post covid scenario.A total
quantity of 1264784 MT of coir and coir products
valued at Rs.3,992.17 crores was exported from the
country during the year 2022-23 as against the export
of 1234855 MT during the previous year. There is an

increase of 2.4 % in terms of quantity and a decrease
of 8.0% in terms of value over the export achieved
during the previous year. The export target fixed for
coir and coir products by the Ministry of MSME,
Government of India for the year 2022-23 was
Rs.4,600 crores. The achievements was of the order
ofRs. 3992.17 in crores inspite of the stiff challenges

experienced.
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1. ExportTrend

During the year 2022-23, while the exports of tufted
mats, handloom mats, handloom matting, geotextiles
powerloom mats, rugs & carpet, coir rope, curled
coir and coir other sorts registered growth both in
terms of quantity and value and products like coir
yarn, rubberised coir, coir pith, powerloom matting
have shown decline in both quantity and value,
whereas the product coir fibre shown decline in terms
of value and increase in terms of quantity. Coir pith

with export earnings of Rs.1,868.59 crores

constituted 47% of the total export of coir products
from the country. The value added items put together
constituted 38% of the total exports. Tufted Mats
topped among the value added products. Tuticorin
port accounted for more than 41% of coir exported
from India. Cochin Port with a share of 36% comes
second and Chennai port with a share of 20% comes
third with respect to the export earnings. Nominal
quantities were exported from Vishakapattanam,

Kolkata, Mumbai, Coimbatore, Bengaluru, Goa etc.

The Modernization will bring
improvement in productivity enhancement in
quality, diversification of products and also
elimination of drudgery.

@ A trial research study pertaining to the Development of a natural Mosquito Repellent from coir pith

was conducted at CCRI:

Several experiments have showed that oils from cloves protected against mosquitoes for up to 76 minutes,
while other tests found that it lasted two to four hours. Coffee grounds can help keep mosquitos at bay. It not
only an eco-friendly alternative, but it's a great way to reuse coffee groundsCoir pith: Coffee + Clove +
Lemongrass (9:1, 8:2,7:3, 5:5)

It was observed that a combination of 5:5 (Coir pith: Coffee + Clove+ Lemon grass) was most effective in
sustaining the smoke for a period of 2 hours and was good in mosquito repellent action.

@ Coir pith being a lignocellulosic biomass acts as a suitable substrate for prolonging the burning process due
to the generation of aromatic hydrocarbon which makes the smoke sustain. A study has been initiated in the
Microbiology department.to explore the possibility of combination of coir pith with Coffee powder and
clove as an insect repellent and is being continued with encouraging result.
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® Treatment of Coir pith effluent-As study on the
development of a biological method for the
treatment of Coir pith effluent has been initiated
in the department & is continuing.

@ Enrichment of bioorganic manure- A study has
also been taken up in the department for
enriching the manorial value of Coir Pith Organic
Manure (CPOM) using natural supplements so as
to consolidate the formulation in a crop wise
manner for agriculture applications.

® Development of an Insect repellent from Coir
pith-The study on the development of an
effective repellent from coir pith using Coffee
powder and Clove for controlling insects
including mosquito is underway with
encouraging results.

® Development of a zero-effluent process
through eco-friendly technologies for
standardization and optimization of process
parameters of coir pith for export
applications.

Research work has been initiated for exploring
the possibilities of a greener and cleaner
technology for the composting of coir pith with
minimal usage of water. The water requirement
for composting is met with the addition of water
hyacinth (Eichhorniacrassipes) at different

proportions to determine its effect in the rate of
composting. Samples are drawn at regular
intervals to check the decrease in lignin content
and increase in NPK values.

® Value addition of tender coconut husks:

Feasibility studies on Potpourri scent using tender
coconut husk chips on different sizes has been
initiated. New constituents were included to
make coir handmade paper with different ratios.
Leaves of Hibiscus plant were introduced into
existing handmade paper pulp making process
and the trial studies have been initiated. The trail
product has been obtained with encouraging
results. New technology has been followed to
perform trail studies of packing materials using
tender coconut husk fiber. The product has been
fabricated by compression molding method
under the varied parameters such as temperature,
pressure and curing time. Work has been initiated
for the development of new coir based products
for suitable applications.

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2. DEVELOPMENT OF MACHINERY AND EQUIPMENTS

Achievements/Status

1. Development of Coir Yarn Spinning Technology without core thread and Doubling & Bobbin winding
unitas part of modernization of Coir Industry.
A good quality coir spinning machine is a long term need of coir industry. The production turn over in the
case of hand spinning was less.The core thread made out of cotton yarn creates problems for tufted mats due
to difference in the colour. Synthetic yarn had also been used as core thread which is not considered as eco-
friendly. Cotton yarn as core thread is considered as not cost effective. Hence, the efforts are always taken at

different stages to develop spinning technology without core thread.

Recently Engineering Department of CCRI has developed a spinning technology of coir without core thread
mainly for the use of small scale unit / house hold unit. This technology of coir yarn spinning without core
thread has been officially launched in the venue of India International Trade Fair-2022 by Hon. Union
Minister of MSME at PragatiMaidan, New Delhi in the presence of Hon. Minister of State for MSME, Hon.
Secretary MSME, Officials from the Ministry of MSME, Hon. Chairman Coir Board and Secretary Coir
Board etc.

2. Development of simplified version of metallic handloom for weaving coir geo textile as part of
empowerment of women in the Coir Industry
The operation of wooden coir handlooms, having a weight of more than 500 kg, requires exertion of a large
force and therefore can be operated only by persons having sound physique. A simplified version of metallic
handloom has been developed at CCRI, Coir Board mainly for demonstration purpose in the trade fair,
exhibitions etc.as part of popularization of this weaving technology to enhance women employment in the
industry. This technology has been officially launched in the venue of India International Trade Fair-2022 by
Hon. Union Minister of MSME at Pragati Maidan, New Delhi in the presence of Hon. Minister of State for
MSME, Hon. Secretary MSME, Officials from the Ministry of MSME, Hon. Chairman Coir Board.
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3.PRODUCTDEVELOPMENT & DIVERSIFICATIONS.

Product Development and Diversification Department has made continuous efforts for manufacturing different
diversified coir products with coir fibre, coir yarn and coir felt. The CCRI has engaged two Designers from
NIFT and NID for developing new diversified coir products/process. During these periods the following coir

products are developed in PD Section.

Coir Buttons

This small yet functional product goes disregarded during the disposal of textiles
as no proper button segregation system exists before the dumping of any apparel
into the soil. Coir Button is a concept for growing Fast Fashion Industries. A
balanced combination of natural and man-made material consciously designed
for environmental and for sustainable conscious fashion brands and industries.
During the month of May 2022, we launched this product at MSME Conclave
2022 at Coimbatore.

Coir Corrugated Sheet

In order to provide more spongy effect without increasing the density of coir sheets, we designed it in a
corrugated / projected way. This will trap air within the design providing a lighter weight experience. As the
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rubberized coir mattress is having more weight compared with the foam mattress and lot of customers are not
ready to purchase the coir mattress due to this problem. This design can be a good one for providing a lighter
rubberized coir sheet for coir mattress and will definitely reduce the cost of freight charges on transit and other
expenditures on transshipment for international shipping.

Thermal Bags

We have developed Thermal bags from coir as the coir has its thermal properties, we tried
incorporating coir rubberized felt in the bag insulations. This coir felt act as an insulator and
will provide air trapping inside the bag and avoid the contact of air outside of bags. This can
be used for multifunctional purposes like picnic, camping, shopping frozen and warm items.
These bags were tested for its thermal properties and found that the thermal bag is effective
inisolating the temperature inside it.

Coir Stole/ Coir slash
The Coir Stole is made out of thin Coir Felt and designed it for functions/ceremonies/events. These can be used
for title honoring/guest welcoming/short banners. Their objective is to be used against single usage of synthetic
products in the market.

Water resistant Coir sheet

In order to reform the existing Coir felt further
and increase the usage bandwidth, we tried to
address the water resistant problem in the
product. For this we successfully developed the
combination i.e. Nylon + Coir felt + Cotton

gauze.




This combination works:
@ Nylon acts as water resistant layer
@ Coiractsas UV protection layer
® Gauze acts as reinforcing layer for fibers

Coir Umbrella

By this water resistant coir sheet CCRI has developed
an umbrella with the combination of'i.e. Nylon + Coir
felt + Cotton gauze on the canopy and the frame with
stainless steel.

Coir Scrubbers

The coir natural dish cleaning products in your
kitchen saves money and effort while also helping the
planet. The two ply coir yarn is wrapped over two ply
coir yarn and stitched it in to shape.

The natural bristles of wrapped coir in the scrubbers
get into all those hard to clean appliances and utensils.
Coconut fibre lasts longer, it won't become greasy and
is great for all your pots & pans, mesh strainer, micro
graters etc. They are sturdy enough to last, and their
antibacterial properties keep them cleaner as well.
Caring for coir scrubber is also easy as allowing it to

dry, and compost your plastic free coir scrubber at the
end of'its life.




4.DEVELOPMENT OF ENVIRONMENT FRIENDLY TECHNOLOGIES

@ Studies are continuing to evaluate the life of coir geotextiles under accelerated conditions and on exposure
to normal weather conditions. Studies were also initiated to enhance the life by surface modification and
compare with normal geotextiles. Accelerated studies were carrying out by Xenon arc exposure and
evaluating the deterioration in tensile strength. The leachate from the treated and untreated geotextiles are
collecting to evaluate the environmental impacts of the same.

The test frames for exposure to weathering have been fabricated by the engineering department of CCRI.
Arrangements have also been made to collect the leachate and evaluation of'its contents.

® Attempted trials for the softening of stiff black painted jute yarn as per the request from M/s TMMC,
Cherthala. The trials were conducted with different softening chemicals in different concentrations. It was
observed that the black color getting deteriorated on treatment with the softening chemical.

® Research works were also been carried out on softening of coir using cationic softeners in varying
concentrations. The testing and quality evaluations of the softened materials are progressing.

® RDSO GUIDELINES RDS0/2020/GE:G-0022 April 2022 for Application of COIR GEOTEXTILES in
Railway Embankments and Natural Hill Slopes & Cuttings
The Research Designs & Standards Organization (RDSO) under Ministry of Railways has released the
guidelines RDSO/2020/GE:G-0022 April 2022 for application of COIR GEOTEXTILES in Railway
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Embankments and Natural Hill Slopes & Cuttings by the active intervention and support of Coir Board.

Coir Board has been invited to take technical session on coir geotextiles and its applications in the the
State/Regional level workshop conducted by NHAI for the southern states on 28.05.2022 at Ernakulam.

Ms. Alka Updhyay IAS, Chairman, NHAI
presided over the programme. SSO (poly) i/c and Dr. Samson Mathew NATPC together made the
presentation on coir geotextiles for roads. Coir Pith also been presented for the medians and for the tree
plantation drive in highways. It was informed in the meeting by the officials of NHAI that NHAI will soon
release the order on use of coir geotextiles for highway embankments.

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CHAPTER - VIiI

MARKETING AND PUBLICITY

One of the major activities of the Board is to give
ample publicity for the promotion of coir and coir
products in the domestic market and popularisation
of the schemes and services of the Board through
various publicity programmes.

The total expenditure
incurred during the year 2022-23 for this activity was
Rs.200.21 lakhs.The following were the major
publicity programmes implemented by the Board
during the period under report:-

Television / Radio Publicity

The Board telecasts advertisements through
Doordarshan and AIR. Social media publicity was
also undertaken very effectively. The Board has been
maintaining social media accounts in Twitter,
Instagram, Facebook, You Tube etc., for effective
publicity.

Spot Publicity/Sales Campaign

Special publicity programmes are also arranged in
connection with sales campaigns, festivals etc. The
Showroom Managers and the Heads of Sub Offices
are allowed to release advertisements in local
newspapers and television channels during the
period for the promotion of coir products and its
applications and also the Schemes and Services of
the Board. Banners are also displayed in the
Showroom/Office premises and vantage points in the
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cities.

Press/Casual advertisements

Advertisements are released in leading national
dailies, magazines, important publications in
English and vernacular and official languages. In
addition to this, the Board is undertaking event based
publicity during the occasion of festivals etc. This
programme was continued during the period under

the report.

Printing of Publicity Materials/ Hoarding/
Coir News

Printing and distribution of Publicity literature is an
important programmes/schemes/products of the
Board. The publicity brochures and pamphlets are
printed in English, Hindi and in all regional
languages and distributed to the general public for
creating awareness. Further, the Board is publishing
Coir News to disseminate the information on the
R&D activities/achievements of the Board, statistics
on exports and other major interventions of the
Board in the development of the industry.

The printing activities were continued during the
period under report. The Board has displayed
hoardings at vantage points during the important
programmes of Government of India.

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CHAPTER - IX

HINDUSTAN COIR

Introduction

Hindustan Coir, a power loom coir matting
manufacturing unit, functioning under the Coir
Board, was established in the year 1969 with 5
imported power looms and 58 workers as a part of
modernization/mechanization in the Coir Industry.
Later on, one more loom was installed and
functioned with two shift system for the production
of quality power loom matting using the existing
infrastructure available at the unit, especially the
looms which were imported during its
commencement. Since, 2009, the factory was
introduced single shift system with 26 employees
and thereafter the staff strength has gradually been
minimised.

As per the decision taken by Secretary, Coir Board in
the meeting held on 27.10.2015, the production of
Hindustan Coir matting was stopped w.e.f
31.03.2016 and this was approved by the Board later.
The stoppage of production resulted in stoppage of
the looms/equipments in the Hindustan Coir and lost
its periodical maintenance because of the transfer of
the existing mechanical staffs to the other Offices of
the Board. The Board in its 233" meeting had
considered above matter and approved the proposal
"Maintenance and repair of machinery installed at
Hindustan Coir factory and Dye House at Coir Board
Complex, Kalavoor, Alappuzha for extending the
services of Hindustan Coir and Dye House on
service charge basis" and sanctioned an amount
Rs.40 Lakh (Rs.20 Lakh each for Hindustan Coir &
Dye House). Accordingly, the maintenance of looms
/ equipment's of the Hindustan Coir had been carried
out through CCRI. At present this unit is functioning

with 4 employees including 2 factory workers, 1
Head Job man and 1 showroom staff. The charge of
the Office of Hindustan Coir has been given to the
Section Officer of CCRI.

During the year 2014, Hindustan Coir set up a
Souvenir shop adjacent to the International Coir
Museum of Coir Board at Kalavoor and various
types of coir and other handicraft items are being
sold through this shop to the visitors of museum.

Production

During the year 2022-2023 the factory was not
engaged any production. However, presently the
weaving unit is working as an incubation centre for
imparting training in power loom to the trainees of
Board’s National level training Institute at Kalavoor.

Marketing

During the period under report, total sale of
Hindustan Coir Matting worth Rs.6,329.07 through
Showrooms and this was Rs. 24,944.00 during
previous year. Besides, Coir products worth
Rs.7,275.78 were sold under the head DMP during
the reporting period.

Hindustan Coir could make a total sale of Rs.18.61
lakhs through the Souvenir Shop during the period
2022-2023 against Rs.3.53 lakhs during previous
year. On promotional basis, Hindustan Coir is
procuring Coir products and Coir/Wooden
Handicrafts items from the various coir / handicraft
manufactures as well as the product manufactured in
the Board’s National level Training Institute at
Kalavoor for selling through the Souvenir shop of
the International Coir Museum, Kalavoor.

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CHAPTER - X

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

The Coir Industry is a labour intensive and export
oriented industry employing more than seven lakhs
of workers predominantly women. The decentralised
operations in the coir industry without adequate
training of spinners, weavers and artisans engaged in
value added product manufacturing have been posing
problems particularly for ensuring the desired level
of quality of the ultimate products. Skill development
is therefore, the most essential pre-requisite for the
overall development of the coir industry and to
accelerate the spread of the industry into non-
traditional areas. Development of skilled manpower
in coir industry through appropriate training
programmes is one of the major activities of Coir
Board. It is estimated that 80% of the workers
employed in coir industry, particularly in the pre-
product sectors, are women. In the hands of master
craftsmen, this raw and rough coir is turned into
magical textures and are shaped into a number of coir
products. All the developmental activities and
implementation of Action Plan are done through Coir
Board’s Field Level Establishments across the
Country. Under the Skill Development Scheme,
different activities viz. Training in Manufacturing of
Value Added Products (VAP), Training in spinning of
coir yarn under Mahila Coir Yojana (MCY),
Entrepreneurship Development Programme,
Awareness Programme, Workshop, Exposure Tour
and National/State/Regional level Seminar are being

conducted by Coir Board through Regional

Offices/Sub Regional Offices/Other Implementing
Offices/Field Training Centres, etc. during the period
under report. The physical and financial
achievements under the scheme for the financial year
2022-23is attached in Annexure—VI.

A. SKILL UPGRADATION PROGRAMMES &

Skill Upgradation

Development of skilled manpower in coir industry
through appropriate training programmes is one of
the major activities of Coir Board. The Board
provides training/promotional programmes through
its training centres as well as field offices in the above
States on Manufacturing of Value Added Coir
Products, Spinning of Coir Yarn under Mahila Coir
Yojana, Entrepreneurship Development Programme,
Awareness Programme, Workshop, Exposure Tour
and Seminar for making the rural people aware of the
working of coir units and thereby motivating the
people for setting up of their own coir units or coir
based industries by availing the assistance under the
Scheme PMEGP.

The two regular training programmes of the Board,
viz Diploma Course in Coir Technology and
Certificate Course of Coir Artisan in Coir Technology
are NSQF aligned and are being continued through
Board’s Training Centres.

During the year 2022-23, the Board has imparted
training to 2665 Coir Artisans in spinning of Coir
Yarn & Value Added Products manufacturing and
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have conducted 66 promotional programmes in
different States. The state-wise details of training
conducted are as follows:

As per the guidelines issued by the Ministry, the
trainees were paid a stipend of Rs. 3,000/- per head
per month. An amount @ Rs.400/- per trainee per
month was paid to the sponsoring agency as
institutional expenses/operational expenses in order
to meet the operational cost of the training including
raw material, power charges and other incidental
expenses. Honorarium @ Rs.15,000/- per month is
paid to the Trainers engaged for conducting the
classes.

Mahila Coir Yojana

Under the scheme, two months training is given
exclusively for women. This is intended to provide
self employment to rural women artisans in coir

producing regions of the country. Over the last two
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decades, production of coir fibre has substantially
increased in India. Conversion of coir fibre into yarn
on motorized/electronic ratt in rural households
provides scope for large scale employment,
improvement in productivity and quality of coir
fibre, better working conditions and higher income,
which ultimately leads to the improvement of
standard of living of rural woman artisans. The
trained women artisans will be encouraged to avail
financial assistance under PMEGP Scheme for
procuring machines/ equipments for setting up of
new coir units. Coir projects with maximum cost up
to Rs.50.00 lakhs in Manufacturing Sector and
Rs.20.00 lakhs in Business/Service Sector are
eligible for assistance under the Scheme.

During the period under report, 1301 women were
imparted skill training exclusively in coir spinning
under the MCY programme.

Entrepreneurship Development Programme
(EDP)

The EDPs are conducted for the benefits of
entrepreneurs in Coir sector either directly by the
ROs/SROs or by engaging Professional agency,
which has expertise in the field of coir activities. On
engagement, the Board enters into an agreement
with the agency for organizing the EDPs. The
agency shall invite prospective entrepreneurs
through regional level press advertisements. The
agency will outsource faculty for conducting
technical sessions as per the norms prescribed by
Coir Board. A field visit to a nearby coir processing
centre will be organized at the end of the EDP funded
with 50% assistance on travelling expenses.

The duration of the EDP will be three days covering

During the period under report, the Board conducted
23 EDPs through its Regional and Sub Regional
Offices.
Seminar and Workshop
The Board conducted 6 Nos. of National/ Regional
Seminars on different topics related to coir & coir
industry, various schemes being implemented by
Coir Board including PMEGP, SFURTI, etc., The
Board has also conducted 6 Nos. of Workshops in
various States through Board’s Regional/Sub
Regional Offices during the period under report, to
disseminate the schemes implemented by the Board
to Coir Entrepreneurs.
Exposure Tour and Awareness Programme
Exposure tours are organized for the benefit of
prospective Entrepreneurs and Artisans of coir
processing centres to visit other coir units and coir
producing centres to know about the functioning of

the units therein and also to understand various

methods of production of coir and coir products.
During the year 2022-23, 4 Nos. of Exposure Tour
and 27 Nos. of Awareness Programmes for the
general public were organised. These programmes
play a pivotal role in creating awareness among
prospective entrepreneurs for setting up of coir based
units for optimum utilization of coconut husk
available in the country.
Regular Training Programmes
The Board has conducted two regular training
programmes viz. Certificate Course of Coir Artisan
in Coir Technology (six months duration) and
Diploma Course in Coir Technology (one year
duration) under the Scheme through the following
training institutes and Training Centres attached to
two Regional Offices.

1. National Coir Training & Design Centre,

Kalavoor, Kerala
2. Regional Extension Centre (REC), Thanjavur,
Tamil Nadu
3. Regional Office, Bhubaneswar
4. Regional Office, Rajahmundry

Both the regular training courses of the Board were
aligned under National Skill Qualification
Framework (NSQF). ie, Certificate Course of Coir
Artisan in Coir Technology at NSQF Level-3 and
Diploma Course in Coir Technology at NSQF
Level-4. The batch size of Certificate Course is 20
and that of Diploma course is 40 respectively.

Until the year 2019, the one year Diploma Course in
Coir Technology was conducted only at NCT&DC
and the six months Certificate Course of Coir Artisan
in Coir Technology was conducted at RO
Bhubaneswar and REC Thanjavur, in addition to
NCT&DC. However, with a prime focus to create
more employment opportunities in the coir sector
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across the country, the Board accorded approval for
conducting both the NSQF aligned regular training
programmes viz. Certificate Course of Coir Artisan
in Coir Technology and Diploma Course in Coir
Technology, in other three Training Centres also viz.
REC Thanjavur, Regional Office - Rajahmundry and
Regional Office - Bhubaneswar, in addition to
NCT&DC and subsequently, from the year 2019
onwards, the said three training centres of the Board
had commenced the regular training courses along
with the field level training programmes. In addition
to the aforesaid two NSQF aligned regular training
programmes and field level trainings, Orientation

Training Courses of short duration are also being
conducted in Board’s training institutes, training
centres and SFURTI Clusters based on the
requirement from the stakeholders/artisans.

Actotal of 129 trainees have been successfully trained
through the regular training courses conducted by the
Board during the year. The number of candidates
trained under regular training programmes on
various coir-processing activities through
NCT&DC-Kalavoor, REC-Thanjavur, RO,
Bhubaneswar and RO, Rajahmundry during the FY
2022-23 are as given below:

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CHAPTER - XII

PRIME MINISTER'S EMPLOYMENT
GENERATION PROGRAMME (PMEGP)

From the year 2018-19, Coir Board has been
designated as an agency for implementing Prime
Minister’s Employment Generation Programme
(PMEGP) scheme of the Ministry in Coir Sector for
assisting aspirants to set up coir industry/units and
also to generate more self-employment in coir

industry.

The scheme aims to generate employment
opportunities in rural as well as in urban areas of the
Country through setting up of new micro enterprises.
The scheme also aims to bring together widely
dispersed traditional artisans/rural and urban
unemployed youth and give them self-employment
opportunities to the extent possible, at their own
places. Coir projects with maximum cost up to
Rs.50.00 lakhs in Manufacturing Sector and
Rs.20.00 lakhs in Business/Service Sector are
eligible for assistance under the Scheme. The
Scheme provides subsidy at the rate of 25% of the
project cost in rural areas and 15% in urban areas to
the General Categories and 35% in rural areas and
25% in urban areas to the Special Categories, which
includes SC/ST/OBC/Minorities/
Women/Physically Handicapped/ Ex-servicemen,
NER, Hill and Border areas. The beneficiary
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contribution will be 10% of the project cost for
General Category and 5% for the Special Category.
The balance amount of the total project cost will be
provided by the Bank as term loan. The Margin
Money (Subsidy) in respect of the coir units assisted
under PMEGP are being released by the KVIC to the
financing banks branches and the Bank will sanction
90% of the project cost in case of General Category
of beneficiary/institution and 95% in case of Special
Category of the beneficiary/ institution, and disburse
full amount suitably to the project cost (which
includes Govt. of India Subsidy and Bank Loan).

The Board had instructed all the Field Offices of the
Board to collect maximum number of applications
from the interested entrepreneurs and also to pursue
with the DICs, Co-operative Societies, SHGs etc. in
the states concerned.

During the FY 2022-23, Coir Board had received 456
nos. of applications through PMEGP e-portal. Out of
this 361Nos. of applications had been forwarded to
the Banks for considering loan sanction under the
scheme. From this, the Banks sanctioned loans to 150
nos. of coir projects only and further the KVIC
released margin money of Rs. 416.74 lakhs to 97Nos.
of coir projects. Subsidy/Margin Money has been



released by the KVIC, the Nodal Agency for PMEGP the quantum of state-wise coir units set up and
through the concerned leading banks. The details Margin Money released by the KVIC are as under:

CHAPTER - XIV

SCHEME OF FUND FOR REGENERATION OF
TRADITIONAL INDUSTRIES (SFURTI)

Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional
Industries (SFURTI) is a scheme of the Ministry of
MSME, Government of India intended to make the
traditional industries more productive and
competitive and facilitating their sustainable
development by providing sustained employment to
the Artisans and producers. The scheme is being
implemented by the Ministry of Micro, Small and
Medium Enterprises (MSME) and its organizations
and institutions in collaboration with State
Governments. This scheme is providing Gol
assistance of up to 90% of the total project cost
(wherein 10% beneficiary contribution), which will
be beneficial in sectors like coir, where financial
capacity of stakeholders is very low. Coir Board is
the Nodal Agency for implementation of the scheme
in Coir sector. The Scheme is being implemented by
the Board through the Implementing Agencies
engaged by the Board for each cluster. The scheme
envisages for setting up of Common Facility Centres,
Capacity building measures, Product development
and design intervention centres and Market
promotion assistance including setting up of outlets
in the selected coir clusters.

The main objective of the scheme is to make the
traditional industries more competitive, market
driven, productive, profitable and capable of
providing sustainable employment for traditional

industry artisans and rural entrepreneurs. The

Scheme would cover three types of interventions
namely, hard interventions’, ‘soft interventions’ and
‘thematic interventions’. The cost of the project shall
include hard interventions, soft interventions, TA and

IA Cost(including CDE remuneration) respectively.

Hard interventions will include creation of following
facilities
Creation of Common Facility Centres (CFCs) &
worksheds
Raw Material Banks ( RMBs), Procurement of
Machineries
Up-gradation of Production Infrastructure
Tools and Technological up-gradation, tool-kits
distribution, etc.

The revamped SFURTI Scheme was implemented
w.e.f the FY 2014-15. The operational guidelines of
the Scheme revised during September 2022, which
has been available in the official website of the Coir
Board and SFURTI web portal of the Ministry
http://sfurti.msme.gov.in. As per the new Guideline,
proposals for setting up of clusters under the scheme
shall be submitted online to any of the Nodal
Agencies through the SFURTI web portal. Any
Implementing Agency interested in submitting a
proposal under SFURTI Scheme shall first upload a
concept note and fill up score card along with
necessary supporting documents in the SFURTI
portal. On verification of the proposal submitted by
A and if it found that the minimum benchmark of 60
is obtained by the applicant and subject to artisan
verification by MSME-DFO, the respective DPR
prepared by the empanelled Technical Agency shall
be forwarded to the Ministry with due
recommendation of the Project Screening
Committee (PSC) of the Nodal Agency.

The scheme focuses for setting up of multi- product
clusters with integrated value chain and a strong

market driven approach for viability and long term
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sustainability of the cluster. The financial assistance
provided for any specific project shall be subject to a

maximum of Rs.5 (Five) crore. The Budget limit per

clusteris as follows:
Major clusters
(more than 500 artisans) Rs.5 Crore
Regular clusters
(upto 500 artisans) Rs.2.5 Crore

The Ministry of MSME has so far accorded final
approval for 40 coir clusters under Scheme of Fund
for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTTI)
with a total budgetary allocation of Rs.141.14 Cr.,
where Gol grant is Rs.117.05 Cr. Out of the 40 coir
clusters, 14 Nos. are located in TamilNadu, 4 in
Kerala, 8 in Karnataka, 5 in Odisha, 3 in Andhra
Pradesh, 2 each in Gujarat & Maharashtra and 1 each
in UT of Andaman & Nicobar Islands and West
Bengal. Till date, the Ministry of MSME had
released an amount of Rs.116.86 Crores as Gol grant
for implementation of 40 SFURTI coir clusters
during the financial years 2015-16, 2016-17, 2018-
19,2019-20,2020-21 & 2021-22 respectively. Out of
the total release of Rs.116.86 Crores, the Board has
so farreleased Rs.112.12 Crores to the Implementing
Agencies/Technical Agencies of the clusters, till
March 31" 2023, for implementing the activities
prescribed in the DPRs such as setting up of
Common Facility Centres (CFC), procurement of
machineries, conducting Soft Interventions such as
marketing initiatives, awareness programmes etc
and IA/SPV cost. Subsequent releases are being
considered by the Board on the basis of progressive
utilization and rendering of Utilization Certificates



(UCs) and statement of accounts by the respective
Implementing Agencies.

The implementation of SFURTI activities are
progressing in all coir clusters. Out of the total 40 coir
clusters approved by the Ministry, 28 are functional
and commercial production started. The physical &
financial progress of the same are annexed as
Annexure-VII.

The clusters have started exports and commercial
production of coir products such as coir needled felt,
garden articles, coir yarn, coir geo-textiles &
mattings, coir pith block, pith compost etc.

Major Events/Achievements under

©® During 2022-23, 5 coir clusters were made
functional viz. Javagal (Karnataka), Pakkam
(Tamil Nadu), Krishnagiri (Tamil Nadu), Tarapur
(Gujarat) and Raghunath (Odisha).

©® Atotal of 23 concept proposals were uploaded in
the Ministry web portal for setting up of new coir
clusters under the scheme. Out of 23 proposals, 2
proposals viz. Hasnabad in West Bengal and
Malabar Coir & Coconut in Kerala have been
qualified and respective Technical Agencies were
engaged for DPR preparation. More emphasis
was given for developing coir clusters in
aspirational/tribal districts of various states/UTs
of the country, where livelihoods of people are
very low.

©® During the period under report, the Ministry has
directed to modify the fund flow in all the central
sector schemes by implementing Central Nodal
Account (CNA) through PFMS. In line with
direction of Ministry, action has initiated by Coir
Board for opening and operating CNA system for
SFURTI implementation also.

THE RIGHTS OF PERSONS WITH
DISABILITIES ACT, 2016

Implementation of the Act

The Board has an Internal Disability Cell
comprising Shri. George Abraham, Development
Officer as Chairman & Liaison Officer, Shri. Suresh
M, Assistant as Internal Disability Advisor and
Shri.Bobish. G, Assistant Showroom Manager as
Member for monitoring the reservation policy of the
Persons with Disabilities, advising on all matters
relating to disability schemes and their effective
execution, verification of roster points of PwDs, etc.

The Board continued extending all admissible
benefits to the employees in the Persons with
Disabilities (PwDs) category like double Transport
Allowance, Casual Leave, etc. Further, the Board has
been giving due care to provide the reservation
admissible to the PwD category candidates in
appointments/ promotions, wherever applicable.

During the period under report, the Board has
conducted recruitment for 36 posts, out of which 5
posts were reserved for Persons with Disabilities.

Under the Prime Minister’s Employment Generation
Programme, the Central Sector Scheme continued to
be implemented by Coir Board in Coir Sector during
the period from 2018-19, the Persons with Disability
are included in the Special Category. They are
eligible to get subsidy at the rate of 35% of the project
cost in rural areas and 25% in urban areas for setting
up of new coir units under the Scheme. The
beneficiary contribution will be 5% of the project
cost. The balance amount of the total project cost will
be provided by the Bank as term loan. The maximum
project cost admissible for setting up of coir unit
under the Scheme is Rs. 50.00 lakhs for
Manufacturing Sector and Rs. 20.00 lakhs for
Business/ Service Sector.
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CHAPTER - XV

EMPOWERMENT OF WOMEN

Coir Board undertakes several pro-active steps to
maintain a healthy and congenial working
atmosphere for women employees in line with the
guidelines issued by the Government of India, from
time to time.

The Internal Complaints’ Committee (ICC) set up by
the Board under the provisions of Sexual Harassment
of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and
Redressal) Act, 2013 was reconstituted, for
replacement of one of the members who retired and
continued to function during the period under report.

During the period under report, one complaint was
received and referred for consideration of the
Internal Complaints Committee (ICC) and the
proceedings of the complaint is underway.

The Coir Board has organized a Webinar on
Sensitization & Awareness for officials, on the
provisions of the Sexual Harassment of Women at
Work Place (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal)
Act, 2013 (POSH Act) and creating awareness on
elimination of all forms of violence and
discrimination against women so as to ensure safety,

security and holistic empowerment of women while
ensuring that the basic human rights of women and
girls are respected by all. This programme was
organized on 08-12-2022 in the e-platform as a part
of the world wide observance of 25" November as the
International Day for the elimination of violence
against Women. A talk on the subject by Dr. Mary
Matilda, former Principal of Maharaja’s College
Ernakulam and also a member of the faculty team for
HRD training programmes organized by Canada
—India Institutional Co—operation Project at the
national level along with Canadian experts. The
programme was well received by a total strength of
128 participants, from among the Officers and
employees working at the Coir Board’s Headquarters
and field level offices including Sub Offices and
Showrooms. Dr. Mary Matilda, handled the subject
in a splendid manner evincing lively interaction by
the attendees and she gave an impressive account of
the provisions in the Sexual Harassment of Women at

Work Place (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal)
Act,2013 (POSH Act).
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CHAPTER - XVII

GRIEVANCE REDRESSAL MECHANISM

Champions Portal

The Ministry of MSME, Government of India has
launched the Champions Portal with the following
objectives:
® To resolve the problems of MSMEs pertaining
to finance, raw materials, labour, regulatory
permissions, etc.
® To help MSMEs capture new opportunities
including manufacturing of medical
equipment and accessories like PPEs, masks
and supply them in national as well as
international markets.
® To identify and encourage MSMEs having
potential- the ones who are able to withstand
the current situation and can become national
and international champions.
Accordingly, as per instruction of the Ministry of
MSME, the Champions Control Room in Coir Board
has established and started functioning from
05.05.2020 with required facilities.

CPGRAM (Centralized Public Grievance
Redressal and Monitoring System)

In order to redress the grievances from the public, the
Government of India has set up the Centralized
Public Grievance Redressal and Monitoring System
(CPGRAMS) portal. The grievances related to Coir
Board and Coir Industry received through the portal
were attended to by Coir Board promptly. The
grievances can be made through
http://pgportal.gov.in/CPGOFFICE/.

Shri.M.Krishna, Joint Director (Plg) was the Nodal
Officer and Shri.V.D.Dinesan, Section Officer was

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CHAPTER - XVIII

RIGHT TO INFORMATION (RTI) ACT, 2005

Right to Information (RTT) Act, 2005 is an Act of the
Parliament of India enacted during 2005 to provide
for setting out the practical regime of right to
information for citizens and replaces the erstwhile
Freedom of Information Act, 2002. Under the
provisions of Act, any citizen of India may request
information from a “public authority” (a body of
Government or “instrumentality of State) which is
required to reply expeditiously or within thirty days.
The Act also requires every public authority to
computerize their records for wide dissemination
and to proactively disclose certain categories of
information so that the citizens need minimum
recourse to request for information formally. This
law was passed by Parliament on 15" June, 2005 and
came fully into force on 12" October, 2005.

The RTI Act was continued to be implemented in
Coir Board during the period under report. The
proactive disclosure of schemes and other guidelines
issued by the Government were being carried out
scrupulously by the Board. All the required items to

be published in terms of Section 4(1)(b) (i) to (xii) of
the RTI Act, 2005 were placed on the website of the
Board at http://coirboard.gov.in

Disposal of all the applications/appeals received
under RTI Act, 2005 in Coir Board were centrally
monitored by the CPI1O and three CAPIOs.

At Coir Board Head Office, Smt.Vasanthi Amma M
K, Deputy Director was designated as Central Public
Information Officer and Shri Raghunandanan V C,
Senior Accounts Officer is designated as Appellate
Authority to entertain appeals and to pass
appropriate orders thereon. All Heads of Sub Offices
had been designated as Central Public Information
Officers in the respective offices. This arrangement
continued to provide information to the citizens.
During the period under report, 59 applications were
received seeking information under RTI Act. Replies
were furnished to all the applicants promptly.
Quarterly reports in respect of RTI Act, 2005 were
uploaded in the portal of Central Information
